CHAMBERFAVORS
SENATE INQUIRY

The Hcnoluly Chamber” of Com-
merce favors a senate inquiry into the
guestion <f whether the United States
is preparei to defend itself in the
event of attack and a resolution to
that effect will be forwarded to Wash-
ington tomorrow.

The resolution will be addressed to
Senator H. C, Lodge and Delegate Ku-

hio at: Washington: It is as follows:
“Whiéreas, 'statements have been

House of Representatives, and not de-
nied, that the United States is unpre-
pared to defend itself in case of at-
tack; therefore be it

“Resolved, That the directors of the
Chamber of Commerce of Honolulu,
Territory of Hawall, urges the Ceon-
gress of the United States to adopt
the Gardner resolution, House Joint
Resolution Neo. 372, providing for a
national security commission to in-
quire into the question of the prepar-
edness of the United States for war.

“hesolved, That a copy of this reso
lution be forwarded to the Honorable
H. C. Lodge, United States Senator
fromr the state of Massachusetts, and
the delegate representing .the terri-
tory of Hawall"

The resoluton has been signed by
all the directors of the chamber and
was adopted after the legislative com-
mittee of the crganiation had reported
favorably on it

The report of the legislative com-
mittee, which drew up the resolution,
is as follows:

“Without expressing any opinion as
to the question involved, to wit, the
preparedness of the United States for
war, we believe,”in view of the fact
of the great public discussion on this
point as to the military situation in
the United States, that an investiga-
tion and report upon such situation
will have an effect for the good, par-
ticularly in view of that fact that a
similar bill is sponsored by the Hon.
H .C. Lodge in the senate of the Unit-
ed States,
