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On the other hand,
that officers and men
rine service Llave not Liithe
ed much importance to life-saving ap-
pHances as applied to the particular
vessel for whirh they responsible.
They Pave said that the air-lock and
helmet might enable men to escape
if eircumstances were propitious, but
that these same circumstances are
not likaly to be propitious in the case
of accidents. On the contrary, they
know full well that, if anvthing se-
rious happens to a hoat, the crew are
almnst certain to lose their lives, and
they accept the risk as a part of "the
day's work."”

Accidents Have Decreased.

Thare i8 no doubt that the accidents
dve to what may be cilled true sub-
marine risk, that is, mishaps which
are not caused by external interfer
ence, such as collisions, and are due
to cause amd circumstances inherent
to the syetem, are steadily on the
decrease, and this satisfactory result
must be ascribed to be constant im-
provements in construction and equip-
meat. For instance, in the “A" class
of submarine in the British senice
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| Fitzhardinge Rose of [London

Mr. Castle’'s idea ig, Lo use own
words, referring to the illustration of
the invention, as follows

“To fit two towers, 5 feet in diame-
| ter., and about % feet o inches dee)
constructed of steel, well strengthened
inside with brackets and steel anzles
and pliced on the water-tight bhulk
heads. Ey this method, in the event
of any one compartment getting wa
terlogzed by escaping into an unflood-
ed -ne, the crew can release them
selves from the vessel Ly opening the
escape sculttles on either side of the
bulkhead in submarines and towers,
and closing both when inside imaking
the vessel intact) and detaching them
by means of clips, In the case of the
“lLL.utine” (Frencn submiarine) where
all the crew were losl, some escaped
from a flooded to an unflooded com-
partment, and lived for an hour bhut
there was no detachable tower or other
device by which they could get out.
By my method escape is afforded from
three compartments for about S to 11
men in each. A small hvdraulie
provided for the purpose of exerting
an upward pressure is required.

“On the manhole cover in each
tower is a signal apparatus fitted with
a cork buoy, which, on belng released
from insije by turning back the screw,
rises Lo the surface and will show the
position of towers. The towers are
three feet six inches above the deck.
but they can he fitted at varyving
heights to reduce resistance if requir-
ed.

“A flexible wire is stowed in a wa-
ter-light ring, the buoy resting upon
it, the wire passing over a bracket, so
as to have a vertical pull in the event
of the vessel being inclined. The
alarm is located below the cover; bal-
last s fitted for the purpose of keep-
ing the towers stable in the light con-
dition.

“Although the fitting of chamber is
not a new idea, as a few have been
patented, this plan is theoretically, and
I think if tried would be found to be
practically correct for life-saving pur
poses, and would not weaken the ves
sel, while at the same time giving
good chances for the crew to get out
at efther end at great depth. There
would be a danger, as with the pres-
ent conning-towers, of damage in case
of collision, but still the vessel would
continue to be water-tight.”

Mr. Rose's invention includes a sub-
marine lifeboat and buoy. The life-
boat consists of a cylindrical chamber
some eight feet in diameter, held un-
der normal conditions within a water-
tight compartment by means of a stout
screw carried through the base. At
one spot within the water-tight com-
partment is a secondary chamber con-
taining & buoy attached to a length of
wire. On an accident happening to
the submarine, the crew enter the wa-
tertight belt and, sealing the door be-
hind them, pass on to the laner cy-
linder. One stays behind sufficiently
long to release, by means of a level
gear, the buoy in the smaller cham-
ber. The buoy rises to the surface at
once, and iIndicates the whereabouts
of the submerged craft. As soon as
the crew are within the inner cylinder
and the doors are shut, the cylinder
is released from its contact with the
body of the submarine by the unscrew-
ing of the grip beneath the floor. If
the compartment in which the cylinder
rests has not been damaged, the cylin-
der at once rises to the surface by
its own buoyancy. There is an eleec-
tric light in the conning-tower and an
apparatus for firing distance-rockets,
so that, whether by day or night, at-
tention can be called to the position
of the floating cylinder, with a view
to obtaining help and avoiding col-
lision.
