There is no ducking the fact that
Wolgast has suffered moVe busted
bones than any prize fighter that ever
stepped into the ring. Jn 1908 broke
some bones in both hands; in 1909 the
bridge of his nose was broken; in
1910 his left arm was broken twice;
in 1912 the bones of both hands were
broken; in 1913 his ribs were broken;
in 1914 both of his hands were broken
again. His most recent injury ' was
the breaking of his right arm.

Vardon was born in Grouville, Jer
sey, . in, May, 1870, and it was in his
home town that he first began to play
golf. This he did whenever he got a
chance, even with what one of hU
hiographers has described as "rude
primeval weapons. Before he was
15 Vardon started his career as a
gardener, in which respect he resem-
bles Taylor. All his spare time was
devoted to golf and he soon gave evj
dence of future greatness by winning
the handicap trophy offered by the
Wlorking Men's Club at Groitvllle,

In the early 90s he went as green
keeper to the Studley Royal Golf Club
at Ripon, and in 1893 made his debut
in a tournament at KilmilcblltL .whele
he finished fifth, nine Strokes iehlnd
Herd, the winner. He wnt to Prest--

wick that year : and competed the
open championship, but .could' do ho
better than 26th. A little later he
wen nis nrsi tourney at iiKiey. iinJ

The next season Vardon showed
great improvement and finishes fifth
in the championship at SandWldh 0iij
the following year the best be Vwaa
able to do was ninth at 8t. Andrews.

He got into a final in a tournament
at Portrush that year and was beaten
by Herd on the last green. -

In 1911 he played against Herd in a
match, and one of the most sensa-
tional contests of the yer resulted.
Enthusiasts will speak of it as a fa-

mous victory, the more famous in that
Vardon was not the victor, but the
vanquished. It was at Dollytnount,
Ireland, and Vardon was six up on
the first round. Herd, however, drew
up "and squared the match at the lfith
hole. The 17th was halyed, amid a
scene or wild excitement, and Vardon
drove from the last tee. He got a re-

markable drive, but after some con-
sultation it was decided that the ball
was out of bounds. Vardon nnde a
splendid recovery, but Herd played
masterly golf and won.

Vardon first won the open cham-
pionship in 1S9C, and he was the sec-
ond English professional player to
capture the title. Two years later, at
Prestwtck. he again achieved the
highest honors. In that seson his
playing was so sensational and con-
sistent that all his matches were fol-

lowed with the greatest interest.
Vardon also won the oiien title in

1899, 1902, 1911 and 1911.
Personally, Vardon is a graceful,

well set up man of about 5 feet 10

inches.
