At that
depth a Spanish diver raised £98000
in silver bars from a wreck off Finis-
terre. At 150 feet an English diver
salved £50.000 from a wreck off Leu-
conna Reefl of the Chinese coast,

The maxtmum depth to which the
sponge-fishers of the Mediterranean
successfully descend is 130 feet. In
the Torres Strait, with the depletion
of the beds, the divars have moved
from the shallow water of from four
to six fathoms 1o depths of 1230 feet,
where the operation is a distressful
and perilous one. A paternal law pro-
hibits diving beyona a specified dapth
of -eafety; but as the courts have held
that a diver must be actunlly mean at
that depth, If anyboay ‘I8 'to be heid
amenable, and as the reefs ure remote
from any practical schem~ of super-
vigion, it is a law of sunall conse-
quence, after all, and the perilously
deep -diving goes on, no doubt, much
as before, with Its oecasiomal -isstie of
sadden death. Subjected to a hasard-
ous .(degree of atmospheric pressure—
at 100 feet it is 60 pounds to the
square inch—the divers are attacked
by various charactéristic disturbamne-
es; pains in the muscles and juints,
for example (“the bends™), and .deaf-
ness, apells of fainting, and paralysis,
lotherwise known as “diver's palsy.”
The effects appear when the diver as-
cends too rapidly from deep water and
the pressure is removed. It is then
that the cases of sudden dedth oecur
