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CHAMBER LOOKS

Investigation into the workings of

SAILING VESSELS

SAFELY Rl THE

BLOCKADE

Shipping men in San Francisco and,
in fact, all along the Pacific Coast,
heaved deep sighs of relief when
cables announced the arrival in Brit
ish ports, of 14 sailing vessels, loaded
With western grain, which had sailed
from the Coast during November and
December last, The majority of the
vessels which made the voyage safely
from California, Washington and Ore-
gon ports flew the French tri-colo- r,

but there were in the number also
British and Norwegian and Russian
vessels.

Insurance rates were high when tho
windjafmers commenced to spread
their . white wings four and five
months ago, and there was much fear
expressed that the vessels which were
sailing with California barley and
wheat would never reach their destin-
ations. Less hope than ever waa held
when the German submarine warfare
on shipping around the British lsle3
commenced several weeks ago.

One pecui.-a-r part of the report on
these vessels which was received by
the marine department of the Cham-
ber of Commerce is that practically
all of the carriers arrived within 24
hours.
