i The building of a big sugar refinery
; at Portland, Ore., and the inauguration'
cf a steamship line between Portland

I and Honolulu may be one of the early
results of the visit to Hawaii last
mcnth of Joseph F. Smith, president
of the .Mormon church, and Bishop
Charles W. Nibley.

Bishop Nibley, who Is the financial
agent for the church, and President
SmlUu cn their return to the main
land immediately boarded their pri-

vate car and were whisked north to
Portland.
While in the Oregon city it devel-
oped that the purpose of their visit
was to inspect various sites for the lo-

cation of a large sugar refinery and to
investigate the result of sugar beet cul-

ture at Medford, Ore., and other parts
of the Northwest where there are Mor-
mon settlements.

If the refinery is built the Mormon
syndicate plans the building or pur-

chase of a number of " steamers to
carry raw sugar from Hawaii to Port-
land, anJ the extension of sugar cane
culture by the Mormons In this terri-
tory. The investment of many mil-

lions of dollars is contemplated, if the
project proves feasible.

The ultimate carrying out of the
plan, so far as the steamers is con
cerned, resolves itself to a question of
tonnage. - At present, with sugar the
main export of the islands, and the
tonnage of that commodity limited to
about 600,000 tons annually, the ques-
tion of a return cargo to the mainland
is serious, for the Matson and American-H-

awaiian lines each carry about
250,000 tons each, the balance going to
the Oceanic line and toodd schooners.
TJi?-- rumored" rrifee rin freight'rates
might give the new line a chance to
carry quite a tonnage to "Portland,

Bishop Nibley, who 13 rated as a
multi-millicnalr- e. is already the domi-
nating figure in Utah-Idah- o Sugar
Company, the Amalgamated . .Sugar
Company, and other big corporations.

MUST GIVE AID

TO MARKET PLAN

Fresh Pineapples Cannot Be
Exported to Mainland Unless

Ventilators are Installed ; r

Since July 1 to date the territorial
marketing division has shipped to the
mainland approximately 1452 cases of
fresh pineapples or 23,232 individual
pines. The pineapples were grown by
small farmers and homesteaders re
siding on Oahu. ' V

It is now up to the steamship com-

panies with vessels running between
Honolulu and ; the mainland whether
these shipments continue and a mar
ket is created in the East and Middle
West for pineapples grown by : the
small farmers on Oahu which are not
contracted for at the canneries.

It the steamship companies will
agree to equip the holds of their steam-
ers with ventilators, in order that pine
apples may be stored there for ship
ment, the eastern and middle western
market will be established. If the com-

panies cannot see their way clear to
furnish these additional shipping facil-
ities, the entire project will have to
be abandoned.

This is according to A. T. Longley,
superintendent of the territorial mar-
keting division, who leaves for the
mainland in the Matsonia tomorrow to
open the division's office in San Fran-
cesco. ;' .

"Be it Resolved: That the Honolu-
lu Chamber of Commerce recommends
to the Hawaii Promotion Committee
that.H. P. Wood be reinstated until
January 1, 1916, or until such time as
Mr. Wood may be able to return to
Honolulu and answer personally the
criticism which has been directed at
him by three members of the Promo-
tion Committee. ;

This is the resolution presented at
the special meeting of the Chamber of
Commerce this afternoon, called by
President Waldron to discuss the
action of the Promotion Committee in
accepting, or "virtually forcing, as
one speaker expressed It, the resigna-
tion of Secretary Wood. The resolu-
tion was introduced by Wallace R. Far-ringto-n,

and was seconded "with. great
pleasure" by J. T, Warren. ;

The vote had not been taken at a
late hour and at . this writing not one
speaker had presented the opposition's
arguments supporting the removal of
the secretary, although Lorrin Thurs-
ton, leader of the fight against Wood
in the Promotion Committee ranks,
was present. V

The action of these three members
of the Promotion Committee in deal-
ing in this manner with Mr. Wood is
going to retard public service, declar-
ed Mr. Farrington.' The speaker said
he rose in the interest of fair play,
and not with any personal feeling.

"It is manifestly unfair to attack
Wood while he is in" San Francisco as
the chairman of the fair commission,
and while he is thus unable to come
here and defend hmiself. I consider
that this action is virtually forcing his
resignation, and besmirches his repu-
tation.
