Rhee Drove Him to

Kim Chong Hak, of the
Korean National Association, who
turned a gun upon himself late yes-
terday afternoon in an effort to end
his life but succeeded only in wound
ing himself in the corner of the mou h,
ien a noie wruien jusi oeiore nis at-
tempt at suicide in which he explains
his contemplated act to the police.

Hak recalls In his note the fact that
he was arrested several months ago
on the charge of having embezzled
$1500 of the funds of the association.
At that time, he says in the note, he
wished to end bis life, but he did not
wish that people should think him
guilty of theft and resojved to post
pone the act until he should have been
cleared of guilt.

He was cleared of ail guilt when
the grand jury refused to indict him
on the charge because of insufficient
evidence, says the note.

There are two parties in the Korean
association, one of older and the other
of younger men.
