This report, officially an
Bounced by the Austrian admiralty,
states that the Ancona, after a warn
ing shot had been fired across her
bows by the Austrian submarine, put
on full speed and attempted to es-
cape, disregarding the. warning. The
rufcmartne opened fire on the liner
and sent several shells Into her before
she was brought to a stop,, when the
firing ceased.

The commander was given 45 min-
utes during which to take off his pas-ecr.e- rs

and crew and abandon his
th!p. It was cot until the last boat-
load of persons had pushed away from
the liner's fiie that a torpedo, was
fired at her.
