Rough weather all the way orer,
making the ship roll nearly every rain
ute of the trip from San Francisco,
gave passengers on board the Oceanic
liner Sonoma a rather uncomfortable
voyage, but everyone arrived this
morning feeling and looking well. :

The Sonoma docked at Pier 10 at
9:30, two hours behind time. She
sails at 4 o'clock this afternoon, an
hour Jater than her scheduled hour of
departure. : .

One hundred thousand dollars arriv
ed on the steamer, in five big safes.
