ORDERS FOR BIG
NATIONAL GUARD
REVIEW ISSUED

Details relating to the regimental
review of the National Guard which
iIs to be held next Sunday are an-
nounced in the following order issued
by Brig.-gen, Samuel I. Johnson.

1. All organizations of the National
Guard of Hawall stationed on the isl-
and of Oahu will be reviewed by the
commander-inchlef, the Hon. Lucius
E. Pinkham, governor of the territory
of Hawail, on Sunday, November 28,
1915.

2. Troops will be formed in line on
the makai side of Merchant streset,
right of the line resting near the Ha-
walian Opera House. The hour of
assembly will be 1:30 p. m. The re-
viewing stand will be located cn King
street near Richards. The ride around
the line by reviewing officer will be
dispensed with.

3. Troops' will pass in review in
column of platoons of four squads
each. Battalion commanders will
bequalize the platoons in their battal-
fong. The line of march will be in
front of the judiciary building, thence
around namelameha statue, into King
street. Column of plstoons will be
formed at doublé time after the
column has executed the turn into
King street

4. Lieut.-col. William Riley, 1st In-
faniry, N. G. H., will command the
troops, :
