The report says that the steamship
business felt the full effects of the
business depression during the year,
but . that, by consolidation of forces
and other enocomies in operation, it
was possible to reduce expenses so as
to more than offset the decrease in
gross earnings which was $109,718.

When the Canadian tug Dola took
an active part in salvage operations
on the Blue Funnel liner Calchas when
the steamer went ashore on Point Wil-
son she evidently "started things," ac-
cording ' to Coast ' Seamen's Journal.
