CHAPTER XXL
A FEW PRINTING PROCESSES.

After you have prepared your ‘‘dummy’’ and have de-
termined on the kind of type and style of stock to be used, you
must decide what kind of printing you desire.. The usnal pro-
cess is that of pressing the metal type and plates against the
paper. If this form, comprising the composition in combina-
tion with the plates, is left flat and pressed against the stock
in that way, then the process-is known as the flat-bed or letter-
press method.

Of course you have nothing to say as to the style of print-

inclusion in'a publication. You must be content with the pro-
cess they use and with the colors they employ in the making
of their printed prodnct. With the big newspapers, this pro-
cess will be a modernized form of the letter-press method. In
other words, the metal form from which the impression is to
be made, will be transferred on to a eylindrical metal mold.

YARDS. BUSY WITH
WARVESSELS IN
BRITAIN

A decrease in the number of mer-
chant vessels under construction in
British shipbuilding yards in the
gquarter which closed recently, is

4 shown in figures compiled by Lloyd's

Register, according to the Coast Sea-
men's Journal, which says:

“The returns compiled by Lloyd's
Register show that, excluding war
ships, there were 432 merchant ves-
sels of 1,636,177 tons gross, under con-
struoctfon in the United Kingdom at
the close of the quarter ended Sep
tember 30, against 486 vessels, with a
gross tonnage of 1,723,550 tons twelve
months ago, and 442 vessels of 1,506,
925 tons gross at the end of the June
quarter.

“The rate of progress in merchant
ship construction is very much reduce
ed in the present circumstances, and
the immediate output will be consid-
erably less than that which would be
obtained under normal conditions.
During last quarter, 71 vessels were
commenced and 66 were launched.
