FORBES’ PLANS
GIVEN VOICE

Opposition was encountered this
afternoon at the directors’ meeting of
the Chamber of COdmmerce in reports
of the chamber's various committees
to certain details of the plans pro-
posed by Superintendent of Public
Works Charles R. Forbes, for petition-
ing Congress for appropriations to im-
prove Honolulu harbor, build a mil-
tary road around Oahu, and make
other public improvements in the isl
ands.

After going over Forbes' recom-
mendations, the trades, commercial,
and industrial development committee
reported that it could not give its ap-
proval to his proposition to grant the
Naticnal Guard the privilege of using
the U, 8. army commissary, but that
it did approve granting such privileges
to the extent that they are Eranted on
the mainland. The committee held
that he allow the privileges advoeated
by Forbes would hurt loeal merchants.

Approval of Forbes' proposal to
have the government build a beit road
around Oahu was given by the comnty
and munieipal affairs commitiee,
which presented a resolution to this
effect, asking that coples be sent to
the president, Congress and the dgle-
gato from Hawali, .

Oppesition. to the Forbes’ plan of
diverting $250,000 annuailly of customs
and territorial recelpts, for five years,
to making harbor improvements here,
was contained in the peport of the
maritime affairs committee, which
stated that it ‘could not see its way
clear to indorse tho suggestion.
