LIBERTY PROVES

BIG CRODK PLAY

Ilington masterpiece, “Kindling.” It
will be 'difficuit for anvone who has
seen Miss Illington’s portrayal of Mag-
gie Schultz, Charles Kenyon's great-
est stage character, to believe that
she has a peer, bat it is a fact. Char-
lotte Wallker, in the film version of
“Kindling,” earns the right to compari-
son with one of America's leading
dramatic artists.

Probably the facts that “Kindling”
is a “crook play,” that it was Margar-
et Illington’s first successful vehicle
after her return to the stage from
honeymooning are to some extent due
its sustained popularity. However,
the chief reason is the fact that it is
Charles Kenyon's greatest dramatic
work—and he has written a number
of good ones—and that -in .\1&55191
Schultz he has brought to the stage
and screen a type that is far from un-
common in the great tenement dis-
tricts of any large city, but that is
entirely unknown to the well-to-do]
classes.
