WASHINGTON, D. CIDec 30.

That the nation is hopelessly un pre-
pared at tlie present time either to en-

force any of its rights abroad or evea
to defend Its own territory against
the invasion of the army, of any first-clas- s

power has been 'shown by a
recently conducted resurvey of the
situation from a military point of view
carried out by the war 'department,
according to an announcement made
by Secretary Garrison yesterday.

The general situation, as complete
reports from many sources abow It to
be, is bad, declares the secretary, and
haste In preparing the nation for Its
cwn defense Is most necessary

It Is vitally necessary today that
the . war department should get the
names of trained soldiers, ready to

- volunteer at the first call for men, to
the, number of 400,000, and towards
the preparation of such a list or names
the war department will now bendeits
tcergies. . v' . ,

Secretary Garrison proposes to go
before Congress, as soon as it recon
venes, and inform, the members that
the administration waats to enroll and
train within toe next three years a
force of not less than half a million

'.men and to take such' other action as
will, within the next six years, provide
the cation with a force of reservists,
liable to call to the colors, of half a
million more trained men.

The administration desires likewise
to Inaugurate now a system of foster
ing the various munition plants of the
country during the time of peace, thus
afcuring the country of an adequate
r ; ;;!y of munitions should a time of
v. ar ever arrive.
