Was some dispute. '

On Monday Secretary Hrown re-

ceived a cablejgram from Kuhio ask-
ing the different , prices wanted for:
privately owned - lands within the
boundary of the proposed "park. Mr.
IJrown wirelessed to L. A. Thurston,
vho Is in Uilo, asking for the vari-

ous details. -

Approves Wall Survey.
Mr. Thurston, in reply, recommend-

ed that the boundaries of the park, as
shown" In the bill now before Con
Kress, be made to conform..with a su-

rvey made by Walter Wall, territorial
surveyor.

Secretary Brown saw Mr. Wall in
the matter and, in going over the bill,
Wall found that the bill carried a sur
vey that had been made In 1911 by
him. He said that he also had made
a resurvey In 1914, the object being to
leave out certain privately owned land
over which there was a dispute.

Mr. Brown says he 'was unable to
find anyone who kne,w if the 19fl sur
vey was in the bill purposely1 or by
some mistake. Even the governor did
not know, he says.

- Yesterday Brown sent a cable
gram to Kuhio asking the latter to
hold the bill in committee Until he an
swers the question why the 1911 sur-
vey is in the bill Instead of the later
survey of 1914. ;
