Ijt never-
theless an ' ardent sympathizer with
the Nationalists, who are opponed to
the monarchical form of government,
and arc uow carrying on revolutionary
measures against Yuan Shih-Ka- i, who
recently accepted the monarchy.
Black Jnkt Not Red Blood.

"I think that China. Ik not yt ready
for a republican forni of government,
even though l am earnestly in favor
of It," Mr. Huei. "Althourch the
Nationalist party Is opposed to mon-
archy, its leaders realize that it is bet-

ter to spill black ink than red blood.
' and hence are planning a great cam-

paign of literature, speech making and
similar activities to bring the .people
of China to a broader realization of
the superiority of the republican form
of government, and bring it back once
more to ray country."

For the last two years Hwang
Chum Hue! has been a political exile,
because of his activities in aiding Sun
Yat Sen to banish the Manchus. He
went to the United States a year ago
and has been living in-Ne- York and
stndying the condition of his fellow-countryme-

in the eastern states.
"I found everywhere, In New .York.

Boston, Philadelphia, and the smaller
cities of the eastern states, that not
only high-clas- s Chinese, but laborers
laundrymen and servants, are a unit in
opposition to China's return to a mon
archy, he said. "They are organiz-
ing National movement branches in
every city to aid the efforts of the
party in bringing back the republican
form of government."- -

Hwang Chung Hue! brought news
that General Hwang Using, the first
minister of war under the Chinese Re
public, was in Philadelphia when he
left New York, and that the general
Is planning to return, to Japan and
China soon. Hwang Using was the
right hand man of - Dr. Sun Yat Sen
during tne isanaing government, ana
has been raising funds for the Na-

tional party movement whjle In the
states. At Tokio it is expected that
he will confer with Sun Yat Sen.
Bay City Headquarters. .

"San Francisco is .headquarters for
North and South America for the Chi
na National party," asserted the dis-
tinguished Chinese. "In San Fran
dsco a large sum has been raised by
the leaders, Mr. 'Ling and Mr. Tangl"

A fund of $2000 was originally
created for the purchase of . mules.
Purchases amounting to $1700 were
made for the Hakipuu project and
paid out of this fund. Other purchases
amounting to $473 were for
mules for the Waialua District and we
were Instructed absolutely to pay the
bill in full and that an appropriation
would be made for the $173 necessary
to pay the claim.

Word from Shanghai states that
Yuan intends sending an army from
Hupeh to oppose the Revolutionary
party, and local Chinese fear that a
fierce battle will ensue' between the
opposing troops. Inasmuch as thew-a-r

funds will be raised in China and in
California to a great extent, local
members of the National party feel
that something must be done for the
noncombatants.

Col.-ge- n. IV J. Wudan and Fong Chee
You, two of the active members of the
National party in this city, have gone
to Hilo for a visit, but are expected
to return early next week. Upon their
return, the plan of campaign for the
relief fund will be formed.

Some impressive extracts . from
Judge Dole's address are as follows:
Quotes Revised Statutes.

"After constitutional recognition of
the right and duty of the state to pro-
vide for the common defense, the most
important legislation bearing on the
subject is to be found in section 1625
of the Revised Statutes of the United
States..':.-- '..--.

' 'Every able-bodie- d male citizen of
the respective state, resident therein,
who is of the age Of IS years, and un-

der the age of 45 years, shall be en-

rolled in the militia.'
"Given the right and duty of nation-

al self-defens- e, upon whom does the
burden fall upon a class of citizens,
those, for instance who may be w age-earner- s,

those who may be unprofes-
sional men, the bachelors perhaps?
This is a - republican government
founded upon the equality of its citi-
zens in rights and privileges. No aris-
tocracy in the ordinary meaning of
the word is possible within its bound-
aries; there is no privileged class. The
laws. : recognize none. The words,
'every able-bodie- d male citizen' are
simple and clear, v

"They need no construction. No
exception to them can be devised
which would be legal. Each able- -

"It is obvious that the right of a
government to exact military service
from Its able-bodie- d men for purposes
ot defense from outward attack and
internal disaffection is inherent to the
maintenance of civil government un-

der world conditions as they now ex-

ist, and have existed ever since the
development Hut it
has not always been regarded as ne-
cessary to use this power.

"It- - may be said in. favor of com-
pulsory service, that it is fair; where-
as the system of voluntary enlistment
places the burden of fighting upon
that fine element of citizenship that
stands ready at the call of danger, to
promptly respond. After making due
allowance for "the probably correct
diagnosis, that this-respons- e is largely
from young men and Is due partly to
the exuberant impetuosity of youth as
well as to patriotism, it yet is true
that this element largely represents
the nation's manhood at its best; and
it follows that such a system tends,
through the fatalities of war to re-
duce, unduly and disproportionately,
this most valuable asset of the body--

politic

gether by joint stock ownership and
management.

The official name of the bank will
be the Sino-Americf- yt .bank, "Sino" be-
ing a common form jn the Orient of
the. adjectival "Chinese."

The headquarters of the corporation
will be m Shanghai.

The capital to be put in by Chinese
Investors is $6,000,000, of which $3,000,.
000rhasr talready been subscribed by
Chinese and ' $3,000,000 ! already sub
scribed by,, chambers of commerce In
various provinces of China. The three
months' limit set for subscriptions was
unnecessary,: as the capita! was fully
sulscribed, 1writes Chairman Chang,
before the .time limit' was up. Six
months has been given for paying up
on the subscriptions and it is certain
the capital in China will be paid up
by that time. '. '

Six millon dollars is to be put up
by American capitalists. A further
call is to be made for subscriptions
from Chinese residents in America.
Whatever sum they subscribe will be

t
equalized by allowing American capi-

talists to take a similar sum in stock,
so the Chinese and American hold-
ings will always be the same. Other
branches are to be opened in San
Francisco, New York, and perhaps
Washington, D.C, and other main-
land cities.

The strong character of the new
corporation is evidenced by the fact
that it is backed not only by private
capital but by the powerful chambers
of commerce of China. The honorary
trade commissioners who' came here
last year represented several of these
chambers, the parent organization be-

ing in Shanghai. There were 18 of
these commissioners and they spent
several months on the mainland, pass-
ing through Honolulu on April 27 en
route to San Francisco and returning
homeward some In July and some
later. In Honolulu they were enter--?

tained by the Chamber of Commerce,
When the commissioners returned,

they stated in Honolulu that five
steamers would probably be secured to
open the new steamship line. Con-

sul Woohuan's information yesterday
gives no details regarding this, but
it Is expected that before long the
company's offices will be established
In this city. Application has already
been made by the corporation to the
ministry of finance in Peking to char-
ter the bank and steamship company.

In this connection it is emphasized
that the chartering of the former Pa
cific Mall liner China has nothing to
do w ith this company. The China was
chartered by San Francisco Chinese as
an individual venture.

VIOLATE LAW

Almost :'0rt drivers of automobiles
in Honolulu are without any license,
temporary permits for six months pre-vious- ly

granted them having now ex-
pired, and notices were being sent out
today from the office of Sheriff Rose
by Examiner of Chauffeurs Lillis that
unless the drivers . appear within a
reasonable time and get permanent
licenses they will be arrested. Six
month licenses are granted to compe-
tent driver? and if they are' not arrest-e- d

and have no avoidable accidents
in this period they are given : perma-
nent permits to drive.

Receipts for automobile licenses in
Lillis' office since he was appointed by
the sheriff March 1, up to December
31, amounted to $3650. Previous to
the time Lillis was appointed exam-
iner of chauffeurs on a salary the
whole income from the office went to
the holder of the position. r

Today Lillis, who Is inspector of
weights and measures as well as ex-

aminer of chauffeurs, started out on
his second semi-annu- pilgrimage
about Honolulu looking for defective
scales and measures.
