By a ruse yesterday in the setting
of a Ascal year, the supervisors in
caucus tried to ease a burden from
their shoulders and give themselves
siv months more of grace in which to
dry their feet, so to speak, from the
deep w~ading in the city funds they
have been doing since taking office.

But did they, when they voted to
place the fiscal year upon & new basis
from July to July instead of from
January to December as formerly the
custom, really benefit themselves as
much as appeared at the morfient?

That they did not really bring about
a lasting benefit and that they may
yet withdraw from the idea and not
pass the resojution on its final read-
ing was the feeling expressed from va-
rious parts of the city hall today.

Figures for End of June.

Figures prepared by the auditor’s
department seem to show that when
next June rolls around the seven city
fathers will not be In 8 much better
condition so far as deficits go, than
they are at the present time. The fg-
ures are as follows:

This leaves, after paying as much
of the appropriation bill as possible, a
difference beiween $298,480 and $167.-
000 of $131.490, or & deficit in June
of practically as much as the board
faced in December.

Though both Deputy Attorneys A.
M. Cristy and W, T. Carden emphatic
ally declare that the fiscal year ma)
be changed without trouble, and that
there is nothing standing in the way
of the change legally, other officials
in the eity hall are of the opinion that
the step was not a wise one, and that
the board should rather have faced
the music as it came than to seek to
. protect themselves by the change.

Attorney General 1. M. Stainback
would not venture an opinfon in the
question this morning, as he had not
given it any consideration, and said
that he would want to consider it well
before saying anything for or against
the proposition.

Arthur G. Smith says that he has
consdered the question in an off hand
considered the guestion in an off hand
deeply at all. He remarked that at a
glance it seems the board may run
against a good many snags in making
such a change.

Fortune Falls On
Man Who Was Last
Here As Stowaway

On November 4, last year, the Star-

“l am willing to take full responsi-
bility for the conduct of the city jail.
Long ago 1 ordered Jailer Fern to put
into effect strict rules. and those-vis-
ftors who enter the jail now must ap-
ply to me."”

This was one of the statements
made by Sheriff Charles H. Rose when
asked his opinion of the report oi the
grand jury as published yesterday in
the Star-Bulletin, Rose qualified his
words in this way:

“To compare my administration of
the city jail with that of High Sheriff
Jarrett in Oahu prison is unfair. 1
have to give my time to running a
police force and he has only to attend
te his prison affairs. But the city jail
is being run in an efficient manner,
aevertheless.”

“The report of the grand jury,”
Rose continued, “is just the same as
their short report at the time of the
Investigation into Fred Gough's story
of misconduct at the jail, except that |
it shifts responsibility to me. It charg- I
es . carelessness, which, if it ever ex-
Isted, has been overcome since the
grand jury recommended more care
in the first report.

Rose Is Satisfied. ,

“l am satisfied with this report. It
does not bear out the charges which
have been made in newspapers here
of gross incompetence and misconduct.
It does charge carelessness, which I
do not agree ever existed in any great
degree,

“The grand jury report says ‘visitors
should not be permitted to go to the jail
without a pass as has been the prac-
tise and is now the practise.’

“This is an error. Weeks ago |
made a rule that no one could euter
the jail without a pass from my office.
The report also says no reports are
made to me from the jail. I announc-
ed in an interview weeks ago that!
such reports were now required.” |

Asked whether he had any general |
objection to the report, Rose said: |

“None whatever. The jury proh-l
ably judged by the facts as presented
to them., We kaow the police depart |
ment is not perfect, LYut we think it |
is better than it has ever been. :

“Newspapers have exaggerated the
viewpoint of the grand jury by read- !
ing into the report things that are not |
there.” Rose concluded, “The reason |
for this is politics. Not being of the |
party represented by the newspapers, |
I naturally do not expect any great |
amount of praise from them. I am |
well satisfied if 1 get a fair deal. Ev- |
ery sheriff in office here for vears has |
had the same thing that I am getting
—a lot of criticism. And I guess |
can stand it if they could.”

Coming here to assist the force of
entomologists at .the experiment sta-
tion of the Hawaiian Sugar Planters
Associgtion in Honolulu, in their
search for parasites to combat the
ravages of the anomala beetle, whose |
larvae dues much damage to the roots |
of sugar cane, P. H. Timberlake, of |
the bureau of entomology, U. S. de
partment of agriculture, arrived this
morning on the Lurline from San
Francisco.

Mr. Timberlake has been “loaned”
by the bureau of entomology to come
here and assist the sugar planters’ ex-
periment station for the next year in |
their work of finding parasites to
fight the sugar cane beetle and other |
insect pests injurious to cane grow-

“1 am from Salt lake, where [ have
been conducting experiments to find
parasites which will kill off the
insects troublesome to alfalfa in
Utah.” sald Mr. Timberlake. “The bu-
reau of entomolgy has ‘loaned’' me to
the sugar planters, to assist them in
their work of finding parasites deadly
to the sugarcane beetle, 1 will be
here about a year.” |
Two Are in Orient.

“Mr. Timberlake has come here to
assist our experimental force,” said
Hamilton P. Agee, director of the ex-
periment station, this morning. “We
are short on entomologists, as two of
our men, H. T. Osborn, assistant envi'
tomolozist, and Frederick W. Muir,
associate entomologist, are now in the |
Orient, searching for sugar beetle
parasites. Mr. Osborn is in the Phil
ippines, and Mr. Muir in Formosa.”

On the return of Messrs. Muir and |
Osborn with their parasites, they will |
work in association with Mr. Timber |
lake, sunder the direction of Otto H
Swezey, head of the entomology de
partment of the station, in making ex
periments with parasites deadly to the
anomala beetle, the Japanese beetle
and other pests.

The anomala heetle itself does not
injure the cane roots, but its larvae
do, as the eggs are laid in the roots |
and the larvae feed on them. The
Japanese heetle, when full grown, also

attacks the cane.

WASHINGTON, D. ., Jan. 11.—President Wilson's poliey con-
cerning the European war is the overwhelming issue of the hour
for the United States, and the issae on which the Democratic party
must hope for suecess in the coming national vlection, declared Fran-
cis (. Newlands, senator from Nevada, today in a significant speech
in the upper house.

In the course of an address in which he strongly eriticized his
own party, the Nevadan predicted probable defeat for the Demeo-
crats unless the war continues through the eoming campaign.

Senator Newlands attacked the record of Demoeracy sinee the
party eame into power by the election of 1912, eriticizing the tariff
and banking legislation which the Democrats allege have brought
needed reforms. IHe asserted that becanse there has been industrial
and commereial depression at the same time as the Democerats have
been in control, the party is in danger of defeat at the next presi-
dential eleetion unless the war continues. He made the president’s
handling of foreign affairs, which he referred to as “‘sagacious and
wise,”” the overshadowing issue before the country at the present
tune.

Although Senator Newlands characterized the tremnd of legis-
lation as commendable, he asserted that the party is too radiecal in
the laws it is passing. He believed, he declared, that ‘'‘no party
can hope to remain in power which adopts radical instiead of evolu-
tionary methods of reform.’ '

Costly Fighting In Champagne Is
Subject of Contradictory Reports

PARIS, France, Jan. 11.—Taking the offensive on Sunday in
Champagne, the Germans launched three divisions at the French
lines in a strong effort to break through and gain the positious. The
offensive failed and although the advanee of the Germans gained
some trenches, they have all now been driven out with the exeeption
of those who took a small rectangular position west of Maisons-de-
Champagne. '

BERLIN, Germany, Jan. 11.—The French efforts to recapture
the positions lost during the last few days in the Champagne dis-
trict have been defeated. The Germans met every counter-charge
with a determined and suceessful stand.

Forcing Military Bill To Passage

LONDON, Eng., Jan. 11.—The debate on the second reading of
the compulsory military service bill introduced by Premier Asquith
began today in the house of commons, with the intention evident on
the part of government leaders to force the bill to passage. It is
now believed that the vote in favor of the bill will prove greater
than that given the much-discussed measure on first reading. It is
thought that a few radieals will resist the measure to the end, but
John Redmend announced today that the Nationalists will offer no
further opposition.

Britisher Sunk In Mediterranean
