How to stretch $18,625.34 to (mer[
the expenses of the local circuit r'ﬂurt
for the next 18 months is a problem
which is vexing the judges of the
three divisions, and one which was
discussed to some extent vesterday in
a conference attended by Judge W. L.
Whitney and Judge C. W. Ashford, on
one side and Mayor Lane, Supervi
sors Shingle and Logan, Deputy City
Auditor Lioyd and Deputy City Attor-
neys Cristy and Carden on the other.

It was explained that from July 1
to December 31, 1915, the expenses of
the three court divisions amounted
tc $10374.66. At this rate, it was
stated, court expenses for the entire
Liennial period, which ends on June
380, 1917, will amount to $41,498.64,
Out of an appropriation of $29,000,
there now remains $18,625.34 for ex-
penses for the next 18 months, and
just how this amount is going to
cover all court expenses is what is
bothering the judges, supervisors and
cther officials.

A number of schemes for cutting
down expenses were discussed pro
and con during the conference, but all
were given up as being impracticable.
Judge Ashford explained that there
has been an unusual wave of crime
during the last quarter, and that jury
fees and mileage necessarily I ave run
up into a large figure. During the
last six monthe approximately $9269.-
10 was paid out to jurors, other ex-
penses for the same period amounting
to only $1106.56. However, Judge
Ashford and Judge Whitney were of
the opinion that, during the coming
18 months, there doubtiess will be a
big decrease in jury fees and mile-
age.

During the last six months only one
jury trial was held in Judge Whitney's
court, This was in the Stewart-Spald-
ing damage case, but the jury expense
alone was about $1350.

By unanimous vote last night, the
supervisors declined to accept an of-
fer of the Bishop Estate to sell Bere-
tania, Atkinson and Pauoa park play
grounds, or to rent them at 6 per cent
on the price for which they were of-
fered for sale. The Bishop Estate in-
formed the board that it could not sell
the land at prices previously proposed
by the board, but offered the three
pieces as follows:
