Strengthening of Consular Ser-

vice Object of Country-Wid- e

Vote .

Voting on account of referendum No.
10, which was sent out by the Cham-
ber of Commerce of the Cnited states
of America to its .n;mber3hip, on
the question of recommending the ex
tension and improvement of the gov-

ernment foreign commercial service,
closed on December 20 last and shows
307 chambers of commerce and boards
of trades in 42 states, District of Co-

lumbia, Hawaii and the American
chambers in Berlin and Milan; voting.

These organizations were entitled
to different numbers of votes ranging
from one to ten and on the question
of supporting a recommendation which
was made by the Chamber of Com-
merce of the United States of America
to increase the foreign commercial
service, 719 votes ere cast in favor
and six votes were cast against such
report. As a result of the affirmative
voting the national chamber stands
ready to work for various changes
which are expected to benefit business
men of the United States through the
strengthening of oar consular service.

Some of the 'questions involved in
referendum 10 in keeping with the
general plan of increasing the effi-

ciency of the government's foreign
commercial service, are - the distribu
tion ; of American literature abroad,
more liberal traveling expenses for
our foreign representatives, commer
cial attaches and trade commissioners
id the more important countries in
which the United States maintains em-
bassies and legations, new commercial
attaches for Italy, Spain, Austria, Ja
pan and Turkey, and lastly,' but of
extreme , Importance, the absolute
Aniericanlxation of our consular serv
ice. These questions were all favored
by a yery large affirmative vote, to
which the Chamber of Commerce of
Honolulu contributed. '

Votln g on account1 of referendum
No. 11, issued from ' the Chamber of
Commerce of the 'United 'States : of
America to its membership, closed also
on "December 30 last and shows that
commercial organizations throughout
the United tates. Including the Cham
ber of Commerce' or Honolulu, favored
most of fthe' 'questions ' submitted.
These questions were,' In substance,
the establishment of a council of con
ciliation Tor considering all questions
which arise between nations; bringing
economic pressure to bear'pn any na
tion which resorts to military meas
ures without first submitting their dir- -

ference toiri International court:, bet
ter protection of life4 on the seas; etc

The Chamber of Commerce or Hono
lulu favored all of questions.
The second, . the question ot economic
pressure and the absolute boycotting
of, nations who refuse to submit their
differences for arbitration, ;was op-
