YUAN GRABBED RE!

Review of Activities Leading
Up to Restoration of Mon-

archy at Meeting

At- - the weekly luncheon of the
Home Rule in Taxation League
In ban Francisco on December 22, inm
Ye, whose father. Sun Yat Sen. has
ought for 20 year for the liberty of

the Chinese people, and who became
the provisional president upon the
organization of the Chinese Republic
in 1912, delivered an address on the

"Monarchist Usurpation In China."
Sun Fe is a senior student in the Uni-
versity of California and has lived in
America for four years. His speech
showed a thorough 'knowledge of his
subject. He said In fart:

"Recent reports of the Chinese sit-
uation may cause persons unfamiliar

. 'with events in that country to con-
clude that the Chinese people are not
litted for a republic, that is, after four
years' trial a monarchy is better for
them; and that the decision for a
change as given out by the Peking

, government is unanimous on the art
of the pecple. Nothing is further from
the truth. The republic under the con-
trol of Yuan Shih-Ka- i never had a
fair trial. The monarchist usurpation
reflects the ambition and autocratic
'will of one man. The Chinese people
had nothing to do with it.
Forced Abdication. I

"During the revolution of 1912 Yuan
Shih-Ka- i agreed with the Republicans
tc persuade the Manchu House to ab-
dicate, and to unify the Republic. He
"was made the second provisional pres-
ident, and soon began to betray his
trust with unconstitutional acts. The
struggle between democracy and au-tccra-

began about a year later.
when Sung Chlao Jen, of
agriculture and forestry, and leader of
the majority party In parliament was
assassinated in Shanghai. The crime
was traced to Peking and laid at the
door of Chao Ping Chun, the premier
of Yuan Shih-Ka- i.

"Shortly after, Yuan defied parlia-men- t

by signing the1 five-powe- rs loan
of 5123,000,000 without its sanction.
From that time it was unable to re-
strain him. Thus supplied with am-
ple funds. Yuan gained control of par-
liament by bribing .some of the mem-
bers., A new party was formed by
Yuan, known as the Chlnputang or
Prcgressive party, which opposed the
Kuomintang or Nationalist-majorit- y

party. As a j-esu- only one bill pass
ed parliament in four months.

"This was Just what Yuan had plan-
ned, fco as to discredit parliament and
have' an excuse to assume autocratic
powers.
Members are Expelied.

"After, the revolution of 1913, yuan
accused parliament of trying to over-
throw him. and issued an illegal order
expelling 210 Kuomintang. members.
On January 11, 1914. Yuan formally
hbolished the parliament elected by
the people, but not until he had forc-
ed its members to elect him as the
regular president On-th- e same day
that he abolished parliament all the
provincial districts or state legisla
turea were ordered to be abolished.
"Withj a stroke of the usurper'! pen all
of the elective bodies of the Republic
"were' destroyed. Since January, 1914,
the Chinese Republic has been forced
to submit to dictatorship, Yuan being
the dictator.

"Yuan was elected president Octo-
ber 5, 1915, for a term of five years,
being eligible for a second term. Aft-
er hQ abolished parliament he promul-Wte- d

an illegal constitution cn May
1, 1914. A council of state was then
appointed by him and empowered to
ect as the legislature. He had the
presidential election laws changed by
that J council, extending his term of
effice to 10 years, with no limitation
as to reelection. . :

Made It a 4Jfe Job.
"Yuan's permanency of office , was

further" secured by providing that in
the year of the presidential election
if the council of state deemed it a
political necessity, that body appointed
by him can prolong the presidential
term of office to another 10 years with-
out the electoral college acting, thus
enabling Yuan to be president for life
and ihat the retiring president shall
nominate candidates from whom the
electoral college shall choose one as
his successor. Thus Yuan may nomi-
nate, three of his sixteen . eons, and
one of them must succeed him.

"Even if there were no move to
create a monarchy in China, the re-
public would not be a real republic
under Yuan. Ever since his coup
d'etat of 1914, the republic has been
ncn-existe- -

president of Johns Hopkins Univer-
sity, advocating a return to the, mon-
archy. Yuan's proteges formed a so-

ciety to discuss the form of govern-- :

ment. His cflicials gave it encourage
ment. Soon after a second monarch-
ist party was formed by L.iang-Shl-Y- l

Yuan's most trusted lieutenant, to or-

ganize all monarchist sympathizers
and to send a combined petition, to
the council of state asking for a mon-
archy and also to Yuan asking him
to ascend the throne.
Convention to Decide.

"The council of state sent these
petitions to Yuan and asked him for
instructions. In a message to the
council, he declared that the opinion
of the country should be obtained.
On October 6, Yuan Issued. a mandate
calling for an election of a national
convention to be made up of 1834
members and to be charged with the
duty of deciding the question at is
sue. V.:' ";:

"A Peking press correspondent re-

ported that out of a . population of
1.250,000 i that city onJy a few more
than 1C0O vote3 were cast at this elec
tion. This shows that only a few of
Yuan's 100,000 officials in Peking votr
ed for him. Assuming the proportion
of votes cast throughout China (no
official report has been made) to be
the same, then out of a population of
400,000,000 Chinese only 518,000 per-
sons voted. In the first national elec-
tion that chose the parliament In 1913
over 40,000,000 votes were counted;
Yuan arbitrarily reduced the number
of votes; to 518,000 or about one-tent- h

of one. per cent of the population.
This minority election was held

only in the provincial and district
capital cities. Only persons designat-
ed by the local military and civil au
thorities as qualified were admitted
to vote. Each province chose electors
who assembled In the provincial or
state capitafand elected delegates who
constituted the national convention.
Called On Day's Notice.

"Tson Hwa Sin Pao, a Chinese news-
paper at Shanghai, reports that the
election in Nanking was called on one
day's notice, and that only 26 dele-
gates out of about 100 were present.
The meeting Vas held at the military
governor's residence which was sur
rounded ' by armed soldiers and the
police. ; The delegates came forward
one at a time, and the election off-
icers ordered them to write on their
ballots, ' favor a monarchy' and 'I pub-
licly elect Yuan Shih-Ka- i as the great
emperor of the Chung Hwa empire.'
In every province the election was
held in the same manner.

"The United States government will
soon be asked officially to recognize
this usurper Yuan and his empire.
The United States was the first
among the powers to recognize the
Chinese republic Will It approve of
the acts of this usurper and traitor
after it has refused recognition to
Huerta of Mexico? This is a question
for the American people to decide"

After the conclusion of the talk,
the members of the home rule In Taxa-
tion League passed a resolution urging
President Wilson not to recognize
Yuan Shih-Ka- i as emperor.

STRONG ENOUGH

Mutual Wireless, Gets Feeble

. Signals From New Plant
on Island of Tahiti .

.Although the Honofulu wireless
plant of the Mutual Telephone Corn,-pan-y

has succeeded, ia hearing for
the first time the new French Mar-
coni radio station at Papeete, Tahiti,
in the last week, a distance of 2390
nautical miles. Manager J. A. Balch
of the Mutual's radio department said
today the signals are barely audible,
owing to the comparatively low pow-
er of the new station. He does. not
believe it will be possible to send
commerciah messages from here to
Papeete direct. ':.:r

"Vlle we can hear the Tutuila sta-
tion at American Samoa with an au-
dibility of 25, which is a good receiv-
able signal, we can just barely hear
the new French station at Papeete,"
he said. "It is too weak for us to
work direct with it, unless the signals
become more audible, and we will
have to send messages from here to
Tutuila, to be relayed to the new sta
tion." The distance from Tutuila toJ
x accic is 1.11 uauuui uuics, auu
from Tutuila to Honolulu f250 nauti-
cal miles.

Mr. Balch has not yet received a
reply from Governor Boyer of Tahiti
to the radio he sent him several days
ago, asking for information as to
when the Papeete station will be
ready to accept commercial messages
and what the regular rates, there will
be.
Message to Bay City.

A news story in the San Francisco
Chronicle of January 6 says that the
first radio message was flashed be
tween Papeete and San Francisco
the day previous. The distance be-

tween Papeete and San Francisco is
almost 4000 roiles.

This message was to John A. Hoop-
er, a San Francisco shipping and lum-
ber man, from Capt. Leb Curtis at
Papeete, announcing -- the successful
raising of the German steamer Wal-kur- e,

purchased from the French gov-
ernment a month or more ago by San
Francisco shipping men.

I do not uelleve the radiogram was
sent direct from Papeete to San
Francisco," said Mr. Balch today. "It
must have been relayed by a steamer,
perhaps by several steamers, because
If we can hear hardly a whisper from
Papeete, 2390 miles away, San Fran
Cisco couldn't catch it at all."

For the present the Mutual is ac
cepting , radio messages for transmis-
sion to Papeete, via the Tutuila st
tion, at the sender's risk, as they will
have to be relayed at. the American
Samoa' station, until either the new
French station on.; Tahiti can be
heard more audibly or more power-
ful equipment is installed there. :

it was thus that Connella became ac-

quainted with him.
Urie is a life termer and has served

but three years of his sentence.
"One day," 6ays Connella, "we were

talking about various types of auto-
mobiles when the chauffeur happened
to mention the fact that he had been
working on a new type of automobile
transmission with the view to de-
creasing much useless weight.

"Warden Dickerson and I immedi
ately became interested in his des-
cription, and it was not long after this
that . he brought us out a neat little
model done in babbitt .oetal, which
Vrked perfectly."
