Take the fresh water lake in the
heart of Hamburg, the Alster. How
life centers about it. It has bheen im-
precved, every feature taken advantage
of. Private gardens face the roadway
about its shores, In certain localities
cafes, restaurants, bathing establish-
meénts, motor boat stations, all contrib-
nte to make it a social center for the
city and a charming spot always.

“The attitude of the mind of the
European businessman is generally
very different from that of the Ameri-
can along this line of civie thought.
Abroad the city spends generously for
g00od roads and their upkeep. Beauty
is treated as something to be desired
and obtained, not to be laughed at, and
the European spends genercusly for
his gardens, art galleries, bridges, tree
planting. Paris pays $25 for each tree
planted on her beautiful ‘boulevards,
that includes the guard and upkeep
until the tree is established. They do
not question the use of money for
fountains, statuary, clock towers, bill-
board kiosks. You will notice I put
good roads at the head of this list of
‘must haves’ and we, a body of over
four hundred women, can do much
in creating a sentiment in this com-
munity, demanding good roads.

“The opportunity has come. Hono-
lulu may have a civic center and one
which will satisfy us, but every mem-
ber of this circle must boost. Create
a lively interest for it. This will cer-
tainly help bring it about. Governor
Pinkham is keenly alive to the pos
sibilities of this feature and he has
asked the Outdoor Circle to help him.
