Reporting a fine voyage from the
time she left San Francisco until she
came within a day’'s run of the islands,
the Matson steamer Wilhelmina ar-
rived this morning, docking at 9:45,
two and a quarter hours late. The
delay was caused by the kona gale,

From the time that she hit the kona
the Wilhelmina experienced weather
as rough as it had been delightful a
short time . previously. From the fact
that Capt. C. T. 8. Filmer of -the Shin-
yo Maru reported a southerly gale of
40 miles' “velocity, following his ship
all the way from Yokohama, it would
seem as though the present storm is
not entirely a local one, but general
over the Pacifi® and moving eastward
toward the coast.

Capt. Peter Johnson brought the
Wilhelmina into port in a most able
manner. The weather was so thick
that the steamer could hardly be made
out as she came up from Diamona
Head, and until she was actually cross-
ing the bar she looked more like a
phantom ship, a ghost-like craft mov-
ing against a dense background of
lowering sky, with long lines of dirty-
white surf pounding on the reefs of
Quarantine Island.
