SHIM IN AFTER

MANY HOURS OF

WAITING

Bringing his ship in safely past lines
of raging sea at the harbor entrance,
after passing all day yesterday and
all last night riding out the storm 30
miles off port, Capt. C. T. S. Fllmer
and Territorial pilot J. It Macaulay
docked the 22,000 ton T. K. K. liner
Shinyo Maru at 8:45 this morning at
Pier 7. The steamer will sail for San
Francisco at 9:30 tomorrow morning.
24 hours behind time. .

'This isl the worst storm I have ever
known in the Hawaiian Islands or vi-

cinity." commented Capt. Filmer this
morning, as he watched torrents of
rain pouring down on the pier and
gazed at the waves pounding over the
reef. 'This is the fourth day of bad
weather in the vicinity of the Islands,
although we have experienced bad
weather all the way over from Yoko-
hama."'

Capt. Filmer said his ship has been
followed by a southerly gale, with a
uniform velocity close to 40 miles ah
hour. Most of the way, the sea was
abaft the beam, running up on the
decks, so that passengers were for-
bidden on deck during the worst pe-

riods of the gale.
Waves Averaged 5 Feet.

Most of the time since we ran into
this kona, the waves have averaged
15 feet," said the commander, "but at
times there was a 20 foot sea. with
breakers all the time. - It Is the first
time a-T- . K. K. liner has had to back
out from this port and been unable to
enter." ,

The commander said two days ago
his barometer stood at 29.12. an ex-
tremely low stage for the islands, as
in this vicinity It usually stands
around 29.90 or 30.

The Shinyo arrived off port yester-
day morning, but so furious was the
sea at the harbor entrance that after
taking on Territorial Pilot Capt J. R.
Macaulay, she turned around and head-
ed out to sea.

'l went about 30 miles to the south
and stuck there, to be clear of land,'
said Capt Filmer, "We came off port
again at 4 : 30 yesterday afternoon, but
the harbor entrance was still too dan-
gerous, so we went out to sea again
and rode out the gale there last night,
making no attemnt to use our anchors,
but merely keeping away from land."

At 2:30 this morning,- - the liner
started back to port for the third time,
arriving off port about 7 o'clock, after
slow steaming. Both the liner's cap-
tain and Pilot Macaulay decided the
sea had gone down enough' to make
it safe for ' the' Uner to pass' the bar
at the .harbor entrance. .

Coming in, the; big liner rolled and
pitched considerably, making a spec-
tacular sight ? She was assisted in
berthing by the Matson tug Intrenid.
and pratique was given the ship after
she docked, .the doctors and customs
inspectors not boarding her until after
she had tied upiat the pier.' Passen-
gers were allowed ashore by 10
o'clock. . ..;.

"Capt. Filmer treated me as If I
were his own brother," said CaDt.
Macaulay after the liner docked. "He
is a chip' of the old block, like his
father before him." Caot Macaulay
staved up practically all last night
with Capt Filmer, at the height of the
storm.

Passengers made no complaint
about the , delay, saying they felt
themselves lucky to get in this morn-
ing, considering the condition of the
harbor entrance. -

For Honolulu, the liner brought 10
cabin, 14 second-cabi- n and 153 steer-
age passengers. Of the latter. 12 are
Chinese. 114 Japanese and 27 " Filipi-
nos. Through , passengers are 164
first-cabin- ,. 45 : second, and 169 steer-
age.

Of the Sh Inyo's 641 C ton cargo. 2181
tons are for Honolulu. The value ot
raw silk and sIUc piece goods on board
amounts to approximately $1,000,000
United States gold.

Included In the Shinyo's Honolulu
cargo are 18.781 bags of rice, 2601
pieces of Chinese merchandise, 3186
packages of provislbns, 6025 packages
of liquors and various other cargo.

Mail for San Francisco will leave
on .the Shinyo at 9: 30 tomorrow
morning. eMails will close at 8 o'clock
at the p08toffice.
