These, with an office and a suite of
apartments for Miss Collins, comprise
the first floor. The second flour has
a spacious dormitory, several bath-
rooms and a number of bedrooms. All
beds can be rolled on to the spacious
lanais, which completely surround both
floors,

After the next enrolment a dormi-
tory is to be used for probationers for
a period of three months, following
which time thev will be given rooms
with two beds each, and placed when-
ever possible with a young girl and a
more mature one together. Seniors
of the third year will occupy single
rooms. A contract has been let for
installing hot and cold water in every
sleeping apartment,

May Decorate Own Rooms.

The girls are permitted to decorate
the walls of their rooms with pictures,
pennants and other ornaments, and
the directors of the hospital have or-
dered attractive rugs for all the rooms.
The upper veranda looks especially at-
tractive with its great number of pot-
ted plants.

Altogether a real bomelike feeling
permegtes the whole place and one
can hardly realize that this delightful
cottage is part and parcel of a great
hospital.

The girls will have two hours daily
for outdoor recreation and their work
will end at 7 in the evening. They

Horticulturist Says Introduc-
tion of Citrus and Other
Trees is Unwise

By J. EDGAR HIGGINS,

(Horticulturist, U. S. Agricultural
Experiment Station.)

I have received a number of inqul
ries of late regarding citrus nurseries
in Florida, it being evident that the
interested partles were expecting to
place an order for citrus stock in
Florida. Such inquirers have been
strongly advised against such a course
and in case there may be others who
plan to import citrus or other nursery
stock, it seems advisable to give great.
er publicity to the warning against
such introductions from Florida at
present. This seems the more neces
sary because numerous shipments ot
trees have been made in the past and
until recently without special danger
to Hawaii.

The recent appearance and distribu- |

tion of citrus canker in Florida
should change our practise in this
matter. Citrus canker is one of the

worst of the plant diseases that have
appeared in Florida and the attempt
to exterminate It has cost many thou-
sapds of dollars and so far has not
been successful. It is a new disease
and has not been known to science
until quite recently. When | was in
Florida in the summer of 1914 Its
spread was just beginning to cause
alarm among the fruit growers and
not until April, 1915, was its true
cause apnounced, through the discov-
ery of Clara H. Hasse of the United
States Department of Agriculture, who
demonstrated the disease to be due to
bacteria to which was given the name
Psuedomonas citri.

After the outbreak of the disease in
Florida a search for it in the other
Gulf states revealed it in several pla-
ces, It is belleved to have been intro-
duced from the Orient, since it occurs
in China, Japan and the Philipplnes.

The disease {s manifest as a small
light brown spot from one-sixteenth
to one-quarter of an inch in diameter,
occurring on the follage, the fruit, the
twigs and even on the old bark. The
disease is sometimes confused with
other citrus diseases such ag “scab
and “scaly bark,” but can readily be

ments. The ax was then superseded
/by the flaming torch, which was ap
| plied to every citrus tree that showed
lany canker even though It be on a
| single leaf. Such trees were burned
:to the ground, the workmen thus
avoiding contact with the diseased
trees, The toreh was likewise applied
to the surrounding sofl. Notwithstand-
Ing these rigorous measures citrus
canker has appeared in numerons lo-
calitles throughout the state and con-
tinues to threaten the citrus Industry.
! Aithough there is no citrus Industry
| in Hawaii, it would be extremely un-
fortunate to introduce here a disease
which would destroy the citrus trees
and others closely relatéd to them, in-
the gardens and yards of Hawaii.
When inquiry has been made re-
garding Florida nurseries, therefore,
| have recently sought to discourage
the introduction not alome of citrus
but anq other trees which might carry
the disease from Florida to Hawail
and have referred inquirers to Mr. E.
M. Ehrhorn for specific information
as to what will be admitted into Ha-
wail. The purpose of this brief state-
ment is (o prevent orders being placed
for trees either in the quarantined’
area or in terrvitory that magy be de-
clared infested any day. With the
very efficient quarantine services
now effective in Hawall it s certain
that no trees from areas of known In-
fection would be admitted into the
territory. To prevent the Joss of mon-

These stores will be prettily design-
ed, well built, but not highly expen-
sive. However, it is intended to make
them a credit to the street.

A. W. Van Valkenberg, secretary
and treasurer of the company, today
gave out information that these build-
ings are to be constructed.

It is not intended to Interfere with
the Palama Settlement, and ouly the
Trontage along King street Waikikl
of the seitlement bailding i to be
taken.

Bricks and all material are now on
hand. for the block of buildings the
railway company will erect on the
makai side of King street, between
Nuuanu stream and the Iwilel road.
