High wind began that day, Mon
day night a cloudburst visited West
Maoi, Tuesday night the sharpest light- -

.;' ning and the heaviest thunder known
to the oldest resident enveloped the
West Maui mountains. The storm was
unusual in that it came not as the
Jcona usually comes, but struck in from
the sea over McGregor's Landing and
racing to the tops of the mountains
seemed to draw currents of air up
from each of the gulches.

Travelers Getting Through. ;

Travelers from the stricken district
of Waiiuku, who have threaded their
way on horseback along the striD of
desolation that was formerly a road.
are bringing news, little by little, to
Lahaina, according to J. T. McCros-son- ,

who returned to Honolulu this
morning on the Mauna Kea.

"I do not know a great deal about
the conditions at Waiiuku," said Mr.
McCroBson. "for I was on the island
of Lanal most of the time, but from
what I could get from those who were
there and what I have read since get-
ting back, I judge that the local 'pa
pers have covered the storm pretty
thoroughly.

"Two parties came through yester
day on horseback, and from the man
ner in which they describe the roads,
travel must be very difficult at the
present time. The road overseer has
tent word that repairs will be made
In two days so that travel by vehicles
can be resumed, but those who have
so far made the trip are of the ODinlon
that considerable more time than this
will be required..
Silt Lodged in Drifts.

Mr. McCrosson says that all man
ner of damage seems to have been
done to the roads by the .storm.

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Hakalau Church Wrecked, and
Much Damage Done Build-

ings Near Kilauea Crater

H1LO, Hawaii, Jan. 21. From al

parts of the island come reports of
i'ue damage done by the terrific kona
storm that. raged over the county on
Sunday, Monday and Tuesday last
The wind attained a great force at
times and roofs of houses were In
some places torn off and blown for
considerable distances. -

At the ' Volcano House the worst
storm of many years raged and the
wind tore the roof oft the Kilauea ob
servatory house, the hotel's garage and
an outhouse. ' The big windmill that
pumps water from one tank to the oth
ers was also wrecked by the storm
The tennis court fence was lifted up
bodily and thrown for a distance of
several hundred yards where the pick
ets crashed against the stables.

Along the Hamakua coast the wind
blew with great force and telephone
posts were blown ' down In many
places. Trees - were thrown down
across the wires and a gang of repair
men was kept busy from 6 in the
morning until 6 at night on Tuesday
last, sawing and removing trees that
had fallen across the telephone wires.
Hakalau Church Ruined.

At Hakalau the Catholic church w as
blown down and It presents a very
wrecked appearance at present. - At
Honohina seven telephone posts were
snapped off by the wind, and commu
nication was cut off for many hours.
' However, the repair gangs of the

telephone company were kept busy
and they managed to get the lines
working on Tuesday evening. At Ka-waih- ae

the wireless operator found
himself up against the proposition of
trying to take and send messages
through an atmosphere crowded with
electricity. The operator did his best,
but could not handle the messages in
any shape at all, for the electric dis-
charges In the air make dots and
dashes just the same as the big send- -

ng plants do, and all sorts of mys
terious and unintelligible despatches
which seemed to be a mixture of Chi-

nese Russian, Hindustani and Eng--

ish. puzzled the operator so much
that he had ' to. give up the idea of
getting any mesages at all until tha
storm subsided.

Jesse Dukes Held on Charge of
Having Murdered Money

missing when his prostrate body was
found. The murder, if it was that,
was an unusually brutal one.
Last to See Him Alive. .

The aged man's skull was crushed
in as from a blow with a heavy instru
ment. Dukes, it is claimed, was the
last man to see him Hve. This was
at 11:30 o'clock on Tuesday night,
and George: was w alking toward his
home. Fifteen minutes later his body
was found about 20 yards from his
door. He was removed to the post
hospital and-- died on the operating
table. A heavy fire poker, smeared
with grease and dirt, to which adher-
ed several strands of human hair,
was found in a bathhouse nearby.

According to Dukes, he passed
George at 11:30 o'clock and, 15 min
utes later, while returning from the
bath houses, which he cleans, found
the aged man lying on his face, un-

conscious and groaning.
Dukes, when brought to Honolulu

today, had no statement to make.
Commenting on the case today; Dis

trict Attorney Vaughan said that the
warrant for Dukes' arrest was issued
as the result of suspicious circum-
stances reported to him yesterday aft
ernoon by Deputy Sheriff Plemer of
Waialua.
Will Continue Probe.

"I cannot say at this time whether
the case i9 a strong one, Mr. Vaugh
an added. "But we are making every
investigation possible and will conti
nue to do so until the matter is finally
determined. '

"I acted more on the judgment of
the marshal than jinyone else as, from
the Information we had, we deemed
the circumstances sufficient to war-
rant us in having Dukes held until a
thorough investigation is made." "

Mr. v aughan said that he was not
ready to go Into the specific details re
garding the information which led to
the arrest of Dukes. It is possible
now that Dukes ' will be placed in
Oahu prison until Monday, when a
preliminary hearing of the case may
De naa before. U. S. Commissioner
George S. Curry.

Commissioner Curry late today
fixed Dukes' bond at $10,000.

Prior to his last capture, Keuk said
he was living in the rear of the Ger
man church in Beretania street, from
where he used to sneak forth and en
ter houses to secure small sums of
money. From one place, he told the
court, he took $54, and from another
$25. - --C;
Had Heard of Reward.

The Korean 'said that he was told
that the newspapers had published a
notice of a $500 reward for him,, dead
or alive, and it was for this reason
that he fired, at the detectives when
he was captured the last time.

Judge Ashford, after pronouncing
sentence told Keuk that, if ' his be-
havior in prison: w as good, he would
be eligible for parole at the end of
five years. Keuk- - complained of the
lack of sunshine at the prison, for
the reason that they always kept him
in a v dark cell. The court said it
would take a personal Interest In him,
and see that he had plenty of sun--.
shine, providing he behaved bimsei.
and did not try to escape again. .
