IS HILL PUN

Steamer Burlington, Now Being
Built in East, Will Augment

Great Northern Fleet

Another angle to the Great North
ern situation developed today when of
ficers f the Matson liner Matsonia, in
yesterday from San Francisco, said
that there are well-de'fiiie- reports on
the coast that the Great Northern Pa
cific Steamship Company is having a
third big liner, the Burlington, built
in the Jvast, and when it is completed
this spring 'will place it, the Great
Northern and the Northern Pacific in
service between. Portland, San Fran
cisco, San Pedro, and possibly San
Diego.

This change In the Great Northern
Pacific's service, which has heretofore
been only between Portland, San Fran
cisco, San Pedro and Honolulu, will
enable the Hill line to compete more
efficiently with the steamers Hear,
Beaver and Rose. City, owned and op
erated by the Southern Pacific Kail- -

road Company.
It will also give competition to the

Yale and Harvard, in w hich the South
ern Pacific Is paid to own considerable
stock. These two fast steamers "make
the run between San Francisco and
San Pedro (Los Angeles) in 18 hours.
The. Great Northern on. her last trip
down made it in 15 hours and a frac-
tion, and has done the distance in ap
proximately that time every trip.

A recent article in Travel De Luxe
said the Burlington is being built for
the Great Northern Pacific Steamship
Conipauy, and also stated that it had
learned the new steamer, plus and
Great Northern and Northern Pacific,
would be placed In coastwise service.

Cal E. Stone,"general passenger
traffic manager for the Great North
ern, is keeping officers of the liner
Great Northern in the dark as to his
plans for the liner's future trips after
the last scheduled sailing from Hono
lulu April 4. He was on board the
steamer at San Pedro January 26, but
refused to commit himself one way or
the other, in conversing with the big
ship's officers about the line's busi
ness. ...
