“Some of the -pegple who complaia
the quickest are the verv ones whe
are often neglizent,”” says Mr. Han-
sen. - “While visiting a local dairy re
cently an ice (ream container was
brought in that tainted the atmos-
phere. This practise of returning
dirty bottles anid iée cream containers
should stop.”
