It gone slowly in turning over the taxing
power to Honolulu first because of uncertainty
as to whether the city should be given this au
thority, on top of many other new functions;
secondly because the legislators consideVed that
the present law indirectly jgave the super
visors control over 'the tax rate through the
budget-makin- g: power. In practice eity-ol- Ti

cials have not found this to be the case, but in
any event the disposition of the legislature lias
been to increase city powers as rapidly' as the
city has proved itself able to handle new obli-
gations If there, has been hesitation -- in any
case, it lias been because ihe legislature wjjis

not entirely conlident this youig municipality
was. doing a cleau:cut job of handling its own
affairs.

The present board's record is not likely to
create such confidence. ' It awoke after a j'ear
in office to the facts of a heavy deficit, of ap- -

propriations made if not legally at least with
uncertain authority. It awoke to face a proba-
ble deficit, throughout' the rest of its tenure of
office, jit awoke and is now seeking special
legislative relief.

Shingle, He has served only a short time on
the board and his principal duties were with
the road committee .and not with municipal
finances! That he worked very is a matter
of knowledge and the public appreciates that.

The exirienceof this board again raises the
question whether seven men busy primarily
witWiheif private affairs can handle city af-

fairs of the magnitude of Honolulu's. It raises
flic question whether our form of municipal
government is not quite as much to blame-y-es,

more, than the individuals of the board
and thp board itself. The personnel of the
board isndubitably hard-workin- g and anxious
to make a good record, and there is, just as Mr.
Shingle remarks, scant chance that seven bet-

ter men would.be chosen by the voters.
