with whieh to conduct trials. It Is
deciured that these men are being de-
prived of their liberty, that they are
theoretieally innecent and entitled o
the speedy trial granted them in the
constitutlon,

Why, then, rontends the attorney,
could not these men secure attorneys,
bring habeas corpus proceedings, and
demand either an immedlate trial or
reiease?

And one of these dave this very
point may be raised in circuit court,”
the attornuy adds

He went on 1o cite a Montana case
where the courta had exhausted their
acconnt and were upable to
conduer trials for this reason. Ha-
beas corpus proceedings were begun
in favor of a man chaiged with a fel-
ony. the supreme court holding that
the man should be ireed in case he
wag not given n speedy trial. The
supremae court cidered that the case
be triedl within a certain time, and if
this was not dene, the defendant
should ke discharged.

“Unfortunately, the authorities do
not show what was fically done with
the case,” says the attorney.

He adds that nndoubtedly this
theory would noc apply to defendants
who are awaitirg jury trial and who
are out on bail

“Even at this advance in values the
reported business aggregates onl;
about 46,000 tons Cubas, 20,00
Porto Ricos and 4000 tons full-duty
sugars, making a total insufficient for
one week's present rate of
especially if the 9000 tons secured by
operators is taken into account. Lat-
ter buyers also paid 4.35125¢ c.f. (5.53¢)
for May shipment Cubas.

“Rumers circulating here during the
past fortnight concerning business in
raws for shipment to Europe on the
basis of about 3.65¢c fo.b. lack con-
firmation, and with local buyers 1in
Cuba paying 3.70c f.o.b, it certainly
appears doubtful if anything approach
ing 30000 tons (the guantity men-
tioned) could have been put through,
although Eugopean buyers no doubt
gladly would have taken it, as stocks
in both United Kingdom and France
have reached a very low level, and
the reappearance of those buyers in
the market is now looked for at al-
most any moment.

Situation is Strong.

“That our market should have dis-
played such decided strengih in the
absence of a large foreign business
makes the situation all the stronger,
and with the capacity-of refiners heav-
ily taxed to fulfil domestic and for
eign contracts heretofore entered into,
and Cuba having already sold praeti-
cally half of her current crop at very
remunerative prices, it will doubtless
prove difficuit for foreign buyers to
obtain appreciable quantities unless
they are willing to pay higher prices
than those now ruling for f.o.b. sugars.

“Refiners’ meltings at United States
Atlantic ports this week amounted te
72,000 tons, and adding about 10,000
tons for New Orleans, gives the large
figures of 82,000 tons handled in that
period. A comtinuance of operations
at this rate, which it is reasonable to
expect, would require 320-350,000 tona
af xaws per month, and with present
scarcity of steamer tounage it is hiard-
ly possjble that arrivals can sufficient-
I; exceed present melting require-
ments to permit of any accumulation
of stocks by refiners anywhere near
the rate attained in bygone Yyears.
All indications therefore point to a
very strong situation when the usual
brisk summer demand for refincd

makes its appearance.
