‘DRY-DUSTING'

Knowing that the enemy delights in
darkness and a warm, steamy atmos-
phere, we take pains to flcod our |
rooms with light and an abundance
of fresh, cool air, paying special at-
tention to the ventilation of closets,
and plying the whitewash brush wher- |
ever we . find the least suspicion of
mustiness. And we exercise every
precaution against stirring up dust,
realizing that as a choice between
two evils, it would be preferable to
leave it lving thick on our center
tables and mantels, rather than per-
mit it to fill our lungs and food. It
has been proved by practical experi-
ment that dry brooms and (feather
dusters are of little use so far as the
removal of dust is concerned, but are
most efficient instruments for filling
our food and systems with bacteria.
On a glass plate coated with a steril-
ized gelatinous substance, and exposed
for five minutes in an ordinary living-
room just before sweeping, there was
counted seventy-five bacteria and one
mold. A similar plate exposed for the
same number of minutes shortly after
sweeping with a broem, vielded near-
ly three thousand bacteria and gix
molds. As the plates were only a. few
inches in diameter, it Is evident that
the broom must have stirred up mil-

| when

lions. Molds are lighter than bacte-
ria, and hence settle more slowly,
which accounts for the insignificant
pumber captured. As other exposures
were miade at varying intervals, the
number of molds increased and the
bacteria became less numerous. These
experiments teach two important les-
sons: First, that food camnot safely
be prepared nor served in a broom-
swept room until after the lapse 01!$
from three to five hours. They also |
show the futility of dusting within an |
hour after sweeping —Woman's World

TREATNENT OF
HARDWOOD FLOOR

If you bave a kitchen floor of hard
maple and want treatment that will
stand wear and water apply not less

than two.coats of bleached shellac var-

nish to the floor after the surface of
the wood is prepared.

Should you want an oiled floor, make
an inexpensive floor oll of nine parts
raw linseed oll, and one part drier.
Thizs should be well rubbed in so as
to give a dull smooth finish. As the
floor' becomes worn apply an occa-
sional coat of floor oifl made of eight
parts raw linseed, two parts turpen-
tine and one part white or ‘orange
shellac varnish. . Apply this with a
brush and’ rub with a cloth wrapped:
around a8 weighted floor brush.

In a bathroom one coat of white
ghellac followed by two of high grade
varnish will make a fine floor fin-
ish.

You may have an old floor that needs
refinishing. Remove all the old finish
by using a good paint or varnish re-
mover. Some paint removers have
naphtha varnish or alcohol shellac in
them, 8o with them you should use
the same precaution that you would
in using gasoline.—Woman's World
for April

HOUSEHOLD HINTS

VEGETABLES TO EAT

This year when planunz the DPM!‘
and beans, corn, tomatoes, etc., why!
not also plant some of those very use.

Swiss
chard, okra, Brussels sprouts, arti-|
chokes and leeks are all heaithy addi- |
tiong to the table and they do not |
require any special conditions or cul-|
ture. And then, also, why not set|
aside a emall plot of ground for the |
growing of salad greens, which will
vary the monotony.

Brussels sprouts, “the Jittle cab-
hages,” possess all the healthful quali-
ties of cabbage while their flavor is |
much more delicate. The seed should | |
he sown in June in shallew drills and |
the .seedlings should be lransplamed]
they are about three inches
high. Each sprout should be about
two feet apart in rows three [eet
apart. The plants are tall, lusty ones
and each plant often yields 35 ore40
of 'the little cabbages.” But like all
members of the cahbage familv they
are greedy feeders and nvositively
must have heavy, rich soil. Brussels
sprouts are dencious boined and serv-
ed with a cream sauce and they are
also excellent boiled In salted water
for 25 minutes and served with a
dressing of browned butter.—\Wo-
man’'s World for April.
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EASTER EGG GELATINE.

Now while so many eggs are being
used, save all the shells. When vou
open the eggs, do not make mny larger
Rinse with cold
water and put away. The day before
Easter take as many shells as you
want and put them Into a small pan
80 they will stand on end. 1If vou find
it difficult to make them stand up,
they may be put into a pan of bran or
meal. Fill with as many colored gela-
tines as yvou wish, using a small fun-
nel to pour the gelatine into the shells.
White, pink, choeolate and orange may
be used. When you wish to serve,

yvou have perfect eggs. If you wish
to serve as dessert, a sauce of the fol-
lowing may be used: One pint of
milk, 1 egg, 1-2 cup sugar, 1-2 tea-
spoon cornstarch, 1 1-2 teaspoons va-
nilla.—Woman’s World for April.

THE BEAUTY-SEEKER.

Superfluous hair is a very annoying
blemish, difficult to cure if it has much
of a start. It may be removed by the
electri- needle; the results will be
more permanent if you go to the best
operators. Peroxide and ammonia is

a good home remedy. To an ounce of
paroxideh add two drops of what is
called ordinary ammonfia, or 4F. Do
not on any account ug éhousehold am-
monia, as it may have'other prepara-
tions In ft. The peréxide bleaches
the halr so it will not be noticeable,
and the ammonia weéakens the roats.
You may be able to pull some of the
hairs out with tweezers., applying an
astringent lotion to the spot immed!-
ately afterward.—Woman's World for

BANANA OMELET

Beat four eggs until light. Add two
tablespoons of cream, two large ba-
nanas which have been peeled and
mashed, ‘'one tablespoon of sugar, and,
one- halr level teaspoon of salt. Mix
well and turn into an omelet pan in
which one heaping teaspoon of butter
has been melted. Fry until firm, turn
one-half over the other and place jn
a hot oven a few minutes until firm.
Slip on a hot platter, sprinkle with

ANCHOVY EGGS.

Boil half a dozen eggs until hard.
When cold cut In half and carefully
separate the yolks from the whites,
Beat yvolks with a fork until a paste
mixture is formed, then add a pinch’
of salt, pepper, one teaspoon of an-
chovy sauce, & drop of vinegar and
one drop olive oll. Place this mix-
ture in uneven piles Into the whites
and set the filled eggs on lettuce in
g glass dish.—Woman's World for
April.

SCRAMBLED EGGS WITH CORN

Heat one-third cup of canned ‘corn
in a pan, add one tablespoon of but-
ter and one-half level teaspoon of
salt. When hot, add four well beaten
eggs and cook until firm, stirring oft-
en to prevent burning, Heap on slices
of nicely browned buttered toast,
aprinkle with chopped parsley and
serve.—Woman’s World for April

MINCED EGGS.

Chop the yolks and whites of six
hard-boiled eggs, seasoning with salt
and pepper.
