IN 01 BEHALF

Witnesses for Defense in Chefa
Graft Charges Hurt Its

Case

Officer Jesse Gray says he is Inno-
cent At the hearing of the bribery
cases against him. held Saturday by
the civil service commission In the
city halL he told, in a series of long
rambling statements, of having con-
sulted with Arthur McDuffie, chief of
detectives, regarding the character of
evidence .needed for a conviction of
the keepers . o the chefa games, of
whom he is accused of accepting pro-
tection money. He declared, and re-

peated at the request of attorneys for
the prosecution, that he knew nothing
of chefa before February 1, that he
went to Sheriff Rose and asked how
he could get convictions of the keep-
ers of several games running in Wa- -
hiawa and was referred to McDuffie.
McDuffie told him how the game was
run and what he must do to clean up
the bank, he testified. He denied sep-
arately each statement in the affida-
vits filed, again bt him on which the
charges are based, and then each bit
of evidence tending to incriminate him
made by the witnesses for the prose-
cution. He swore that he had not ac- -

cepted money, : directly or indirectly.
rrom Ahina, tnat he Bad never seen
Ah Tong, before he came, on the wit-
ness stand and testified that he had
paid him (Gray J money, that he was
not introduced to Ah Tong by Akana;
in. fact, that everything r testified to
that would tend to incriminate . him
was not so. . v '

. Whea corroborating witnesses. In-

troduced by the defense,' directly con-
tradicted him and gave a mass of tes-
timony that made it look bad for him,
there was a gasp of surprise from the
listeners.

Sheriff Rose, who has been sitting
at Gray's side and actively aiding in
the ; defense, : told : of Chang Chau,
whose name has been introduced into
the case several times by the defense,
coming to him some five or six months
ago and charging that Gray was ac-

cepting; protection money. He said
that he had told Chang to bring his
witnesses,' that Chang had failed to,
do so and witness had taken no fur-
ther action in the matter Chang
returned about-tw- o months-lat- er and
repeated the charges, and he repeated
his request that Chang produce proof
which Chang again promised to do.
After the making of charges the sec-
ond time he told Gray, and Gray told
him to make an Investigation if he
wanted to, that he was not taking any
money from anyone. . The sheriff took
no further action until A. M. Brown,
city ; attorney, brought the affidavits
on which the charges now filed are
based to him and asked what to do.
Rose declares .that Brown told him
that Chang Chau had brought the affi-
davits io-hi-ns, and he was afraid that
unless something . was ' done Chang
would run to Judge Ashford and make
trouble, that ; inasmuch as there . was
no session of the grand jury he did not
see' what could be done with them and
that he (Rose) had " suggested that
they be filed, with the civil service
cOnrrissionJ f . - '

AV)nr McDuifle,; chief of detectives,
hurt vray's lase worsL . He told of
instructing Gray in the intricacies of
chefa last September or October, and
was as confident of the time as Gray
had been of last January or February.

William Asam was tne surprise oi
the . dav. - A witness for the defense,
he gave telling evidence for Gray un-

til he was taken over by the prosecu
tion.. He first told of Gray giving him
$1.75 to buy tickets and his inability

do so because he was known as a
friend and helper or uray. un cross- -

examination Mf,' Chilllngworth asked
aooui nis wora ana learnea ne naa
worked for a soda water concern dur-
ing the Carnival. It was a little while
before this that he had tried to buy
tickets for Gray. '

Continuing, Asam said that he knew
tickets ; were being sold, everybody at
Wahiaw'a knew It He had seen men
selling them in the barbershop, the
bottling works and on: the streets.
Lets of men sold them, and he could
not remember the names of all but
could point' them out Asam knew
they were selling tickets because he
saw them. Some only bought occa
sionally, and others were regular cust
tomers and bought as often as twice a
day. Runners went everywhere twice

day and It was generally known
iwhen and where they coulij be found.
He said Gray told him Yuea Hick was
selling tickets, and that Gray, like ev
eryone else, knew runners were sell-
ing tickets. ".:

Dr. H. Wood, government physi-
cian at Waialua. testified that about

year ago he inspected the slaughter-
house of Chang Chaa at Wahiawa at
Gray's request and found that it was
not complying with regulations,, and
that Chang Chau in a conversation
held over the telephone at the time
had threatened to-."ge- t Gray." .

Akana, a tailor at Castnjar, refuted
the testimony given at a previous
hearing by Ah Tong,' that he had been
introduced to Gray by Akana, and that

had paid Akana $5 a week to be
paid to Gray for protection. He de-

nied knowing Ah Tong, said that he
had ; not introduced Gray to anyone
last fall, as he did not know him then.

Several residents of vVahiawa who
Gray declares have acted as spies for
him in his endeavors to suppress
chefa, will be the last witnesses for
the defense at a hearing to be held

FOOLISH CHARGE,

CITIZEN THINKS

Confusion of Incidents in Auto
Accident Case Causes Civil

Service Probe

As the civil service commissioners
refuse to entertain a complaint against
four police officers made by District
Magistrate J. M. Monsarrat, unless the
sheriff prefer caarses; end as Deputy
Sheriff Asch asserts that all fcur were
telling the truth, the matter will very
likely be. ''dropped.- But for the infor
mation of And in Justice to all parties
concerned, the Ftar-Dtilleti- n publishes
the following Ftatetr.t of a citizen
who was present in police court dur-
ing the alleged conflict of testimony,
and was an attentive listener.

"The alleged conflict of testimony
on the part of the four officers merely
seemed to be conflicting and wasn't
actually so. fcr the reason that Chil-
ton and Wright didn't know Enri?ht
and Huihui had already been there,
and Enright and Huihui didn't know
Chilton and Wright had visited the
scene of the automobile accident in
which the testimony was introduced.
To make the matter worse, the de-

fendant Caspar was saids to be so
drunk that he could net remember the
detail of the night

"llere are the facts as I gather's!
them at the police court hearing: The
accident . involving John Caspar oc-

curred. a: Serjeant EnrJht
happened to be riding on a street car
that .

was; passing; he got ofZ, and
stayed a few. minutes until Bike Cop
Huihui, arrived. Either Enright or
Huihui sent lor the patrol wagon. But
for some unknown reason, neither En-rig- ht

or Huihui placed a charge
against Gaspar. The evidence didn't
show whether Gaspar was immediate-
ly 'locked up for the night, and very
likely he was not, as there was then
no charge against him. Gaspar then
left the police station and returned to
the scene of the accident Here Chil-
ton and Wright found him a half-hou- r

or more after the accident occurred,
and made a careful examination of the
scene and the defendant Chilton then
placed a charge against Gaspar at the f
police station, but the evidence failed
to show how Gaspar was returned to
the police station, although it does
show that Gaspar wai then locked up
for the night - ;

"In my opinion, the testimony of the
desk sergeant on duty: at that hour is
essential to clearing up the seeming
discrepancies in the testimony.
. "Was Gaspar locked up Immediate-
ly . when the patrol wagon brought
him?;-.'.- . X,,;' :'. ";, '' ' V;

"At what hour did the patrol wagon
bring Gaspar to the station?'

"Why didn't Enright or Huihui place
a charge against Gaspar? :

; ; --Just how did Chilton' get Gaspar
from the scene of the accident to the
police station? These are all ques-
tions that should be investigated by
the sheriff and by the commissioners.
The public is interested In seeing the
police .absolutely cleared or else1
charges preferred."
