As a result of his tri
Mr. Judd declares himself well satis
fled with the development work as it

' has progressed and with the resources
the company Is opening up.

He spent .14 days on the coast, most
of the time on the mineral products
land. "I was well pleased with what
I found." he said today, "J went al
over the properties and spent two
nights In miners' cabins.,

"The railroad is making very'" satis
factory' progress. Grading is now be
ing done 1& miles out from Patterson
to Magnesia station, and three miles
of track have been laid. The work Is
going along as fast as possible and
should be completed, as they estimate,
by July 1, unless delayd by rami.

"Henry Ginaca's estimate of the
cost of the road was $147.00 but at
the rate it is going now it will be less
than $140,000.

"As to the arions minerals upon
the properties, I can. speak only as s
layman, but, speaking thus, I am con
fident the reports are not exaggerated
The work really is more in the nature
of Quarrying than mining.

"More chrome oxide is located than
had' been anticipated. We don't" know
exactly the extent of this but at least

000 tons are exposed and there is
every chance that the amount will be
20.000 tons. This will be the first ma
terial shipped. It goes into green paint
and la now selling at 115 to 917 a ton
on the cars.

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Case No. 2 of Judge A. A. Wilder's
series of injunction suits against
Charles R. Forbes, superintendent of
public work: the governor and other
territorial officials was begun in Cir-
cuit Judge Stuart's court this morning
and was expected to be finished this
afternoon.

Prior to the taking of evidence. At-

torney Antonio Perry, representing
Fcrbes, moved to have the case dis-
missed and the temporary injunction
dissolved on the ground that "Wilder
is not a tax-pay- er and that he hu
not contributed to the fund of the pub-
lic utility commission." Judge Stuart
denied the motion.

Called to the witness stand, Forbes
testified that one of his missions to
Washington was to encourage the rat-
ification of the bill making the utili-
ties commission a legal body.
