NEED OF EXPERT ATTENTION FOR

HONOLULU'S TREES IS EMPHASIZED

Dr. J. F. Illingworth Speaks to
Outdoor Circle, Giving

Practical Pointers

. Lecture delivered by Dr. James F.
Illingworth of the College of Hawaii
before the Outdoor Circle, Tuesday,
May 9.

Few things add to the attractive-
ness of a city more than well-cared-f-

trees. They lend a feeling that it is
a place to lire; for our primal in-

stincts lead us to the forest. Espe-
cially in the tropics do we need trees
for our every day comfort. They
transform the desert places by break-
ing the wind and increasing the mois-
ture content of the atmosphere, so
that attractive gardens may be de-

veloped.
What can be worse to a nature lover

than a city of badly-kep- t trees a
Dlace where his friends have their
limbs hacked off in every conceivable
manner ana tneir roots crampea De-

neath pavements, where they become
asphyxiated by gas from leaky mains
or die of thirst. One would almost
prefer a treeless location, for by care-
ful attention it could more quickly be
improved.
Honolulu's Trees.

The beauty and uniqueness of our
trees is often remarked by the tourists.
They are different from anything on
the mainland, and especially when in
full-bloo- do we hear their , praises.
However, a more intimate acquaint
ance discloses many of the defects
common to the trees of other cities.
And. although, we have the beneficial
effects of rapid tropical growth in the
healing of the wounds, many or our
trees are in urgent need of atten-
tion.

These defects tts I see them are
lack of uniformity, overcrowding, bad
location with relation to street, Im
proper pruning, poor root treatment
and insect attacks.
Laek of Uniformity.

In more recent plantings there is
evidence of uniformity. It is pleas- -

ine to see trees of one kind lining a
street as we find the mahogany s along
Kalakaua avenue. The older plantings
of the city, however, . often give one
the imoression of a spotted: effect
everything thrown in together and
every man for himself, cooperation
or general suDervision is required as
much" in the proper planting of the
trees as in the-- grading of the street
itself. Fancy the rfisult of letting ev
ery property owner establish the
grade that he desired in iront 01 nis
premises in place of having it estab-
lished by the city engineer for the
district

The engineer is often severely cri
ticized at . the time that. he is. cutting
in front of one lot and filling in front
of another, but he must wait for praise
which surely comes in future years if
he has done bis work welL

OBSOLETE SOON

Statistics Are Given to Show
That Practise is Steadily

Decreasing

the policy of introducing picture brides
is gradually decreasing. It is the
same here, and I think that inside of
eight years there will be no picture
brides coming to Hawaii."'

Japanese girls who will reach
the age of marriage in the next few
years, it is thought that the Japanese
laborers will marry here as it is nat-
urally a much better condition. The
following report shows the decrease
in arrival of picture brides in Hawaii
during the past four years:
