OF MIKAHALA

Capt. Moses Waopala Loses
License for Fortnight; Did

No Make Soundings

Fcr fail Tire to take a cast of the lead
to verify his position, ('apt. Moses Na
opala, master of the Inter-lslaii'- l

steamer Mikahala which grounded
near Kalaupapa landing, windward
Molrkai. April 27. has had his license
suspended for 15 days by Supervising
Inbpeetor John K. Bulger of the first
district. Mr. riulger made his deci
sion public today. The hearing was
held yesterday.

"Alter careful consideration of the
testimony adduced in connection" with
the. grounding of the S. S. Mikahala,"
says the decision, "under your com
niand on the ' morning of April 27,
1P16, when she grounded near Kalau-
papa landing while the vessel was run
ning between eight and nine , knots
per hour at which time a strong south
wind was blowing, heavy rain squalls
and weather foggy, knowing at this
time that the 6teamer was in close
proximity to the land and on sound-
ings you should have taken a cast of
the lead to verify your position, which
you failed to do and as stated by you
in your testimony had you done so
your vessel would not have grounded

"Therefore, under authority of Sec
tion 4450 of the U. S. Revised Statutes,
your license is suspended for the terra
of fifteen (151 days from the 20th of
May, 1916, for inattention to your du-
ties in not taking a cast of the lead
to verify your position, which had you
done so would have prevented your
vessel from grounding."

The Mikahala, It will be remember-
ed, was pulled from the rocks undam-
aged only a short time after she went
aground by the U. S. Lighthouse Ten
der Columbine, Capt. Frank T. War- -

riner, which happened along in less
than an hour after the accident The
Columbine got a fine aboard the M-
ikahala and pulled her clear in 10 min-
utes before 6 a. m. The Columbine
also rescued the British bark British
Yeoman as she was drifting ashore
in a kona gale January 16 at Port Al
len.
