Foreign Vessels May Call With-
out Complying With Sea-
man’s Law Regulation

fionolulu has won a big point for
future transpacific steamer trade,

Secretary of Commerce Redfield sig-
nalized the point this morning by ca-
bling to Collector of Customs Franklin
that Section 13 of the new Seamen’s
Law does not apply to vessels calling
here for bunker coal and supplies.

In other words, foreign vessels ply-
ing the Paclfic may make calls here
for provisions and coal without hav-
ing to comply with the costly and de-
laying regulations of the act: regard-
ing employment of able seamen and

meeting the languageé test.

Sectiop 13 is the regulation which
has aroused the most opposition to
the Seamen's Law. If foreign vessels
which wished to stop here briefly were |
forced to comply with it, the regula-
tion would be so onerous for them that
they would soon to avoid this port
Consequently the ruling made public
today means that foreign shipping is |
to be encouraged to call here for pro-,
visions and coal.
