George M, Collins, city engineer, is
ready to ask the board to call for
bids on Beach Walk, but it was said
this morning that the city attorney's
office would not have its end ready.

Amendments to the purchasing
agent ordinance and a resolution ap-
propriating $300 for investigation ex-
penses of.the city attorney over which
there has been considerable discussion
by the board, also may come up again
tonight.

PROPOSE CHARGE
FOR USING Ok
1 CITY AMBULANCE

Use of the city ambulance for the
transportation of patients from their
homes to hospitals will cost $5 a trip,
if .plan3 of the police committee are
carried cut.

During April the ambulance made 36
trips which would have been charged
for under amendments to ordinance as
proposed. This would have netted the
city $180 and as the emergency hos-
pital is costing more than at first fig-
ured, wmembers of the police commit-
tee believe that this revenue is need-
ed. “It is only proposed to charge for
the use of the city ambulance
for private purposes,” said Robert Hor-
ner, chairman of the police commit-
tee, this morning. “There is no moréd
reason for the city to farnish an am-
bulance for the transportation of pa-
tients from their homes to the hospit-
als, or vice verea, or from incoming
vessels to the ccspitals, than there is

for it to furnish a taxi cab.”
