Makes Lincoln Example.

Rev. U L. J,oofbourow, in an inter-
esting senmji, told of Abraham Lin-

coln's use of the Bible, his topic be-

ing. "Where Greatness Became
Great." He told of the letter which
Lincfiln once vrote to a friend, in
which he said, "1 am profitably en-

gaged In reading the Bible, Take all
of this boolfupon reason that you can,
and Jthe balance on faith, and you will
liveand die a better man."

.Mr. Loofbourow continued:
"So other American statesman

quotes so largely from the Bible in
his speeches and state papers.- - After
1858 no address Is preserved that does
not draw, from that source. One may
find a half dozen direct or indirect
Scripture quotations on a single page.
And some of his state documents draw
both thought and language from the
Bible, and move on Its high level of
moral and religious feeling. So no-

ticeable is this that Richard Watson
Gilder long ago called Father Abra-
ham 'a statesman with the heart of a
prophet.'
Views On Moral Questions.

"His views' on moral questions were
determined by the Bible. So It was
with slavery. 'I know that there Is a
God. and that he hates, injustice and
slavery. I see the storm coming, and
I know that His hand is in it If he
has a place and a work for me and
I think he has I believe I am ready."
