Memorial Day is one of the finest

of our national customs. It ((rings out
the no'ilest instinrt of our ieople. To-

day we call again the roll of our im-

mortal. esiecidl!y those who rendered
eminent service in the dark days of
the Civil War We think of Lincoln,
of Grant, of Sherman, of Sheridan, of
Thomas, of Stanton, of Sumner and
of Chase. But with them we honor
the grat host whose names history
will never recoi. And we do well.

"But we do more than this. We
make this a day consecrated to all our
dead. Cemeteries our nation over will
bloom with flowers of remembrance
today. From Alaski to Porto Rico,
from Maine to the Philippines, wher-
ever Old Glory waves, the hearts of
our iople will acknowledge with lov-
ing gratitude ouv indebtedness to the
past, ll is as though the-- generations
that have preceded us are today speak-
ing in a still, small voice, "This do In
remembrance of me." In this, too, we
do well.
Cost of Being Remembered.

"In our preparations for this day the
thought has been with roe that it
costs something to be remembered.
Why "do we give Lincoln the first
i;lace on Memorial Day? Because he
carried a heavier burden thari any oth-
er. As the years pass, nistory brings
out the kindliness, the nobleness, the
loneliness, the vadner.s of his life. We
underatand better the full weight of
responsibility that rested on him. He
would not today be the great chief of
his greater country bad he not paid
the price for tils remembrance. And
does not every n.an pay for the me-
morial he rccelv.-s- ? Net for his tomb-
stone, necessarily, but for the love and
esteem In which he is held. I have a
friend who puts this in a rather grue-

It was not. ''.'possible for each of
these Men to be at Antic-tar- n and Get-
tysburg.

'Beneath this stone repose the
bones of 2111 unknown soldiers, gath-
ered from the fields of Bull Run and
the route to the Rappahannock. Their
remains could not be identified!, but
their Barnes and deaths are recorded
in' the archive of their country, and
Its grateful citizens' Honor them as of
their noble" army bif martyrs. May
theyre9t;in peaceV. we know of
them 'is that rtiiey 'died In a great
cause. And Is not thai enough

' "The' names of" but few men of our
own generation will he remembered a
century hence. Dut we can each ally
ourselves with the forces of right-
eousness!
