the Congo atrocity stories and the
Belgium atrocity stories, and bow
much they agree with the stories from
London regarding the '"battle of Dub-
lin" killing women and children, fir-
ing on the Reel Cross, etc., a la the
Boers a short time ago.

It was also pointed out in Agnes
Rouse s ably . written but entirely mis-
leading communication that it . was
cowardly to strike whilst England was
engaged elsewhere.

Whilst he waa working in the harvest
fields ot 'England his younger broth
ers were taken away from school to
do the work on their own little farm.

Speaking of the present rising in
Ireland, it must not be forgotten
that armed force was first resorted to
by Sir Edward Carson and his Orange
volunteers in order to resist the so-call- ed

home rule, and, after success
fully instigating a mutiny in the Brit-
ish army, was rewarded by a place in
the Lritlsh cabinet whilst there was a
price put on the head of the Nation
