works and chairman of the Oahu loan
fund commission, considers most de-
sirable.

Forbes told the Star-Bulleti- n yes-
terday that ha thinks the law should
be changed to allow people to vote a
bond fssue for the full amount of the
allowable taxation instead of a yearly
bond issue of 1450.000, as has been
proposed. lie would hare some legis-
lation enacted to allow the city and
county supervisors to bond the munici-
pality to the full amount

--We do not need a city hall now,"
Forbes declares, "so much as we need
other things. I am, In accord' with a
goodly number of citizens wflo believe
that, without detailed ; information
given out for the proposed paved dis-

trict, the future water supply and the
disposal of sewage, vote on the bond
plan would fail.

"I believe the city and county engi-
neer is on the right track in . his
scheme for defining improvement dis-

tricts which will apply to the bond
issue as well as to the frontage tax.

lf the majority of taxpayers 'favor
frontage tax policies for road' Im-
provement, which seems to be true, I
believe such improvements as come
under it should be carried on at the
same time with improvements under a
bond issue.'.;

Forbes suggests action should be
defined clearly on the following de-

tails in the bond scheme:
1. Redemption of bonds. 2. In-

terest 3. Sinking fund. 4.: Cost o!
handling bonds and legal expense. 5.
Character of bonds. 6. Character of
pavement . 7. ' Districts to be paved.
8. Maintenance. '

Shipping on the China coast Ii suf-
fering enormously as a result of the
strike of skippers and officers that
has practically paralyzzed the move-
ments of the Indo China and China
Navigation Company steamers. Nearly
all the fleets of these two companies
are tied up. r ; ,'

.The effect of this on business is of
the gravest nature. . The losses to
shippers and to the companies is said
to be vast It U considered that the
shareholders may grow restless at the
possibilities of a prolonged strike of
members of the Coast Officers' Guild.

As a result of the strike fully 30 per
cent of the strikers are leaving for
England. -

The men say that there is every
prospect for a long, hard; fight and
that they are not content to lie idle in
Shanghai until it ia settled.

Most of the men say that they will
offer themselves ' for war service if
they can obtain permission from the
local British consulate-genera- l to
leave. '

The effect of this would be badly
felt by the Indo-Chin- a Steam Naviga-
tion Company and the China Naviga-
tion Company if the strike were set-
tled after they had left says the China
Press. It would be almost Impossible
to get luen out from home to fill the
places while the war is in progress.
Most of the . available skippers and
navigation officers in England now
are busy in some branch of the navy
service.
