St Stephen mission , held Its first
service on the 21st day of May in St
Peter's church, at 2 p. m. Twenty-fiv- e

people came to the service, 16
were men and 9 were women. , The
offertory was $4.45. y- - . ; '

The service was conducted entirely,
in Punti or the . Cantonese dialect,
which is the dominating dialect of the
Chinese business eWorld. There are
about 20.000 Chinese in this territory,
three-quarte- rs of them are PuntI,.oniy
cne-quar- tr speaking Haka. It is very
Interesting to note that among 100
Christians there are only a small per-
centage of Punti.. The reason is that
thehUEch.xU.i.AOt..tare .pyPnaU
catechlst to teach them ' during all
the past years. These students have
attended St. Peter's cnurehbut they
do not understand Jhe service nor thej
reruiuu. cuuie uueiiu lue tauisuiiii,
but they have not enough English to
take part in" the service. .

It is not easy to start a work;- - it
needs men and money.. , The. imme-
diate need of the mission H religious
books, such as Bibles, prayer booVs,
hymnals and explained catechisms. To
supply .50 people with these books we
need $50. Next is a Punti Bible wo-

man who can go to the families and
teach the ladies. This work can not
be done by a man, according to the
Chinese custom." . .

Miss Wong, whom yW have educat-

ed for such . work,- - will be graduated
this year. I know her very well:. she
Is very earnest and devout also has
a gift of speech. She . will do thej
work admirably. Therefore I ask you
to make provision for Miss Wong's
salary and her return passage. As
scon as she leaves the school she can
be put to work at St Stephen's.
