Kngland that the drive had halted owing to a shortage of munitions. A
section of the press declared that Kitchener had made a serious mistake
in providing large quantities of shrapnel and insufficient high explosives.
Iy a minority of papers it was suggested that he should be displaced as
war secretary, and it was agreed that the raising of a Kg army arid
supplying munitions at the same time was too great V task for one man
The discussion developed the formation of a coalition cabinet and the
creation of the new portfolio of minister of munitions of which David
Lloyd George took charge, while Kitchener remained as war minister.

"Without his crowning achievements as the great organizer of the
British campaign in the European war, Kitchener had already won wide
and fame by his many campaigns in Egypt South Africa and in
'India.' ; V;:: -

He was born June 24, 1850, in. County Kerry. Ireland, a fact that
gave rise to a general belief that he was of Irish blood, but his parents
were of French and English descent. His father was a soldier, but of
no very high. rank. He had managed to climb to the lieutenant-colonelc- y

of a dragoon regiment, when he retired to the estate in Ireland
where Horatio Jlerbert Kitchener, the tobedistinguished son, was born.
Voung Kitchener received his fundamental military education, at Wool
wich, where he displayed only ordinary; brilliancy, with the exception pf J

ms liking lor matnematics. un graauating nc received ,i commission
in the Ro)al Engineers, but when not vet 21 years of age he attached
himself to a. French army in' the Franco-Prussii- m 'wan He had been
in the service only a short time yhen he contracted pneunonia during
a balloon fiight and had such a prolonged and 'serious illness 'that he'
had to give up further service for ; France; Kitchener's j experience in
European warfare prior to his direction of the great war of 1914-- r

therefore, had been limited only to a few balloon flights ih France.
In 1886 he became governor of the Red Sea territories and set in

motion a series of raids on the notorious ; Osman Digna, the dervish
leader. ; In one of these raids , Kitchenei-'-s men were flanked and put to
flight, during which he received a bullet which broke his jaw. '

s By this time much was heard in England of Kitchener's work in
Egypt and when he returned there for a short rest he was received with
honor and nominated aide:de-camp- of Queen Victoria. With his health
recruited, he went back to Egypt where, on .the resignation of Sir Fran-
cis Qrenfell,.he was appointed Sirdar (Commander) of the Egyptian
army. . His really great career dates , from that tinie.

Regular 'wireless service between
Honolulu and Japan will be instituted
within two months, if present plans
go through according to schedule.
NIchI Tolkata," chief engineer of the
department of communications of the
Japanese government has completed
his third test, and. a fourth test be-

tween Tokio and Kahuku will be made
within the next month. ; ;

"We fully . expect that the service
will be established within two
months," said W. P. S. Hawk, man-
ager of the Marconi Wireless Tele-
graph Company of America today
when asked concerning the ' present
tests that are being made. Experi-
ments have thus far been so satisfac-
tory that we can feel assured that
service will be instituted .within a
short time. , .; . ,

"All tests.made during the past few
months have taken - place at Tokic,
and consequently we have not been
notified of the advancement of the
same, but the fourth and final test
will consist of an exchange of mes-
sages between Honolulu and Toklo,
and it, Is hoped that the final test Hill
be completed within a month. .

"When this service is establishei it
will revolutionize the sending of mes-
sages to the Orient; as it will be. the
longest commercial wireless service in
the world. ', --
