The grandstand was
ablaze with the warm colorings of
“sport clothes.” Bright eyes and tense
forms testified to the raptnre of lhe

Will Picture History of Pro-
gress in a Century

As a fitting close to a perfect day,

have prepared in many years, if not
ever heretofore. This final culmina-
tion is set for 8 o'clock and takes the
form of & magnificent historical page-
ant. - In it will be enacted the history
of Hawail and its people frem days

antedating the birth of the Gnaatesr-J

Leader to more modern time, when
religion and education were brought
to them and of which they were quick
to take advantage. This pageant has
received long hours of careful study,
attention and preparation from those
who were best fitted to compile and
stage it. Strict attention to historical
facts and details of costuming -and
depicting the native life of long ago
have resulted in a production in which

the past will march bsack upon the

path of time before the present, and
in which the people of yesterday will
stand clearly before those of today.

A synopsis of the pageant, as it is
presented on the program for the ec-
casion iollows:
Scene i,

This scene is taken from Hawailan
history, -about the close of Kalahio-
puu’'s- reign. This ald - warrior, bat-
tered, scarred and aged, was on a visit
to Kau; where he was entertained by
Keawemauhfli and - other chiefs and
chiefessed of Kan. The entertainment
was arranged so as to include the
game of konane, which the old chief
was very skilful at and took® pleasure
in displaying his skill. Good dancing
was anOther delight of the old chief,
and ‘sor g was entertained in all of

— After the death of Kalaniopuu, his
body was taken to Homaunau, Kopa,
which was the ancient castom; but in-
stead of landing at Honaunau, Keoua
and Kaawemauhili proposed that they
continue to Kailua, and from there
bring the dead chief's bady overland to
Hénaunau, which will wean a declara
tion of taking all that portion of Kona
for Kiwalao's [cllowers. Weord was
sent posthaste to Kamehameha at Ko
hala to return to Kona, as the. follow:
ers of Kiwalao were causing trouble.
Here Whe scene portrays Kamehameha
and his high priest in the temple in-
voking of the war god, “Kukailimoku,"
if they could defeat Kiwalao in battle.

The district on Kauwiki, on the
island of Maui, was before this time
under the controi of the king of Ha-
waii, the late Kalanifosuu.
