The original appointments are to be
provisional for certain appointees for
two vears and then if approved shall
be ma-de permanent; but if appointee
fails to demonstirate his ability and
fitness his aprointment shall termin-
ate; if during such provisional appoint-
ment the officer shall hecome eligible
to a higher grade, he shall receive a |
provisional appointment in such grade
until he has qualified after two years'
probationary period.

Appointments to the grade of second
lieutenant sghall continue to be made
from the army and navy without the
candidates relinquishing their prior
commission.

By a “War Depzrtment order of July
18 an enlisted man of the National
Guard. or of the organized militia who
{s called into the service of the United
States and who has dependent rela-
tives, van be discharged by depart
ment commanders when such applica-
tion for discharge is made to such au-
thoriti>s in due form, through military
channels, setting forth that the appli-
cant has one or more relatives who are
dependent and such application will
be accompanied by adequate written
evidence. Applications from non-
commissioned officers will be forward-
ed to the War Lepartment for action.
It is also required that the command-
ing officers of such men with depend-
ent relatives, shall inform them of
their right to make application. If such
soldiers desire to remain in the ser-
vice, but are refused any portion of
their pay, the matter will be reported
to the War Denartment. This will be
of vital interest to the militia as re-
cruiting and mustering officers are to
be notified immediately of the vacan-
cy that exists as a result of such dis-
charge in order to fill it; and recruit-
ing and mustering officers are to re-
ject such recruits with needy rela-
tives dependent upon them for sup-
port when such cases are known to
