' Recognized Authority Says Ha-'
- waii Corporations Are All in
Best of Condition

| Henry St. Goar, a recognized au-
| thority on rugar and sugar stocks, dis-

New York telegrams report that the
sugar market has about absorbed the
weak long interest, and that a sub-
stantial advance is expected.

My advices are that the Cuban su-
gar holders have refused to sell at
theae lower prices, claiming that the
decline is wholly unwarranted by the
actual situation, and that, after the
| weak holders have been eliminated.
 sugar will command much higher pri-
ces because of the strong underlying
statistical position of the staple.
