HOW TO SECURE

MEMBERSHIP IN

A SCOUT TROOP

Any boy of 12 years or over may be-
come a scout by applying to the scout-
master of the troop already started
in his section of the city or town. If
he lives in a large city where there is
a scout commissioner or scout execu-
tive, it 5 would be better to apply to
that officer. At present in this city
we have a scout headquarters and any
boy wishing to become a scout can
apply. To become a scout, get a scout
handbook from some of the book
stores and read it over and if you like
it, get in touch with, some of the
scouts and they will tell you all you
wish to know. .

Troops of Boy Scouts should be con-nect- ed

with some school, church or
other institution when practicable. The
head of the institution should certify
to his approval of the organization of
the troop of boy scouts upon the ap-
plication blank which, the Institution
forwards to the local headquarters
from where it is sent to New York.
The institution through its proper au-

thorities furnishes a committee of :at
least three responsible persons who
shall be know n as. the troop commit-
tee. This troop committee is respon-
sible for the selection of a scoutmast-
er.- The best way for boys to be-
come scouts Is for them to apply to
their Sunday school teacher or super-
intendent, or some leader Interested
in boys' work irt the home and town,
and have him make himself respon-
sible for the organization of a troop
as suggested. In all cases the consent
of the parent or guardian should be
given.. If it is difficult to secure help
in organizing a troop local headquar-
ters will gladly give assistance.
