Robert
Lexers, who entered business here fO
years ago last September, and P. C.

Frederick August Schaefer 'was

horn in August, 1838, in Bremen,
Germany, where his father rwas pro-lesso- r

and rector of the Commercial

via Cape Horn, in May, 1&.7. and ar-
rived in Honolulu on November 14,
1837. under engagement as clerk to
the firm of Melchers & Co., who were

Kaahumanu streets in Honolulu.

Schaefer held the position of con-tu- l

for Italy in Hawaii for 46 years
(1869-1915- ), and that of acting consul
for Austria-Hungar- y for 16 years
(1898-1914- ). For many years under
the monarchy, the provisional govern-
ment, the republic and the territory
he was dean of the consular crops.

Schaefer baa seen a good deal of
Hawaiian life of the old times, has
personally known many of the chiers
who prominently figured in the his-

tory of Hawaii, has met most of the
eld missionaries who have pass-i-

away long ago and he now remains
himself an old landmark of nearly CO

; ears' constant residence in these

His wife is a daughter of the late
Justice Robertson and sister of the
present chief Justice of the supreme
court, and their children are promi-
