In this dis-
trict at present are located 79 prosti-
tutes. These prostitutes are examin-
ed once a week by United State army
surgeons, working in cooperation with
the locsl police department, and If
found free from venereal disease a
certificate so stating Is issued to each.
The certificate is withheld if the pros-
titute is diseased. Nevertheless, such
a prostitute Is allowed to remain In
the district, supposedly under medical
treatment, buf jrjo effective means are
taken, so far as we have been able to
determine, to prevent her from con-
tinuing to practise prostitution, the
assumption being that frequenters of

.Iwilei will avoid prostitutes who have
no medical certificates.

"The houses used for purposes of
prosuiuuon in iwnei are located in
proximity to many large manufactur-
ing plants; In some cases but 75 feet
intervenes. These companies employ-hundred- s

of men, women and girls,
and under present conditions these
workers are thrown Into Intimate
touch with the .denizens of the under-
world. . .

"(2) There exisU In many other'
parts of Honolulutfjuestlonable houses
where, In the opinion of many wit-
nesses examined, prostitution Is prac-
ticed in a less flagrant manner.

U. S. Official Act

Decision that the federal - govern-
ment should take action in the move-
ment by the police . to rid Iwilei of
pimps and procurers was reached last
night by li. S. Attorney Huber, who
swore to warrants of arrest charging
13 men with having violated sections
216 and .SIS cf the penal Code; in oth-
er words, the commission of statutory
offenses.

These men, the, same. who. were re-

cently arrested ; by police and detec-
tives in the houses of women at Iwi-
lei, were taken into custody this morn-
ing by. Marshal J. J. Smiddy and Depu-
ty Marshal Otto H. Heine. Up to press
time today a number of the men were
making arrangements to be released
on bond, the amount of their respec-
tive bends to.be fixed by U. S. Com-
missioner George S. Curry.

The men arrested by the marshal
were Philip Otinger, C. Raymond,
Louis GolUie. J. Johnson. E. Guffe,
Juan Bellane, gam Folk, Dava Geler,
Abel Rubin, Jce Goldberg, Abe Far-be- r,

A. Henry and Harry Delsou.
District Attorney Huber says that,

if these men cannot be held under
the territorial statute on tho charge
of being alleged pimps and procurers,
the local U. S. officials will hold them
under the federal statutes. Since the
early morning raid on Iwllel, Attorney
Huber has been cooperating with: the
territorial officials through the city
attorney's office and the detective
bureau.

'"For the present," Huber says,
"these men w ill be held under sections
316 and 318. Then, if the members
of the anti-vic- e commission and the
territorial officials can furnish us with
the necessary evidence, as I have been
informed they can. we will hold them
for alleged violation of the white slave
law. ; v

"But if we cannot hold them under
the white slave law, they will be pio
secuted under section 316, which
charges a statutory offense where cne
person is taarried, or under section
318, where neither person is married."
