Bitterly opposed to licensing chiro-
practors under the terms of the bill,
Senators (astle and Robinson repre-
sent the minority of the committee.
Senators Makekau, Copmey and Ka-
mauwoha favor it

The minority renort points out that
the medical profession has been work-
ing for vears on the question of in-
fectious and contagious diseases and
ithe prevention of epidemice; that the
standard of the medical profession i3
very high, requiring a severe course
of study and high class examinatioms.

“We are now asked to admit as
‘doctors’ a certain elass known as
chiropractors,” says the report, “with.
out examination, except that in gen-
eral they shall have beén admitted in
Ianother state by a state board.”
| The report declares that the course
of study required of chiropractors is
“‘abgurd.” The minority of the com-
mittee is convinced that graduates of|
courses prescribed for chiropractors
are not properly qualified to diaznose
CUEPS.
